Subject: MUTUAL AGREEMENT OF CANCELLATION - 1st Year Contract
Renewal for 4th of July Fireworks Show for City of Grand Junction (4736-20-DH)

Dear Mr. Burch:

Due to the current state (and foreseeable future) of developments with COVID-19, and
its impacts on the City of Grand Junction’s fiscal budget, certain City funds are being
redirected for safety measures, protocols, and other anticipated needs.

As a result of these unforeseen circumstances, the 4t of July Fireworks show is being
cancelled. On May 6, 2020, Fireworks West Internationale (FWI), by and through
Dustin Burch, agreed to mutually terminate the 2020 contract regarding the production
of fireworks and services for the City. It is our understanding, which is confirmed by this
letter, that Fireworks West Internationale with full knowledge of the consequences
agrees to cancel the 2020 contract for services dated July 4, 2020

It is currently anticipated that the 2021 4t of July Fireworks show will take place. It is
understood and agreed by both the City and FWI that the City’s 50% deposit ($10,000)
toward the 2020 event will be applied, in full, to the 2021 fireworks event. .The City and
FWI agree that there will be no additional fees and/or costs associated with the
cancellation of the 2020 contract for services and the $10,000.00 will be applied as the
deposit to the 2021 contract for services. In the unlikely event the 2021 fireworks event
is cancelled, the City’'s 50% deposit will be applied to 2022, and so forth.

By signature and return of this letter agreement to the City, FWI does hereby bind itself
to the terms herein and waives any further claims against the City arising out of or under
the 2020 contract for services. Furthermore, FWI releases and discharges the City
from the 2020 contract obligations. FWI acknowledges this waiver and release is
voluntarily made and is with full knowledge and understanding.

By and through signature below, Fireworks West Internationale agrees that the signer
has full authority to bind FWI and that FWI is and will be bound to the terms of this
agreement.
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We appreciate Fireworks West Interationale’s willingness to work with the City in this
matter and look forward to next year’s fireworks show.

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CONTRACT

This CONTRACT made and entered into this 8" day of January, 2019 by and between
the City of Grand Junction, Colorado, a government entity in the County of Mesa, State
of Colorado, hereinafter in the Contract Documents referred to as the "Owner" and
Fireworks West Internationale hereinafter in the Contract Documents referred to as the
“Contractor.”

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Owner advertised that sealed Bids would be received for furnishing all
labor, tools, supplies, equipment, materials, and everything necessary and required for the
Project described by the Contract Documents and known as 4" of July Fireworks Show
for City of Grand Junction 2019 IFB-4584-18-DH.

WHEREAS, the Contract has been awarded to the above named Contractor by the
Owner, and said Contractor is now ready, willing and able to perform the Work specified in
the Notice of Award, in accordance with the Contract Documents;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the compensation to be paid the Contractor,
the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth and subject to the terms hereinafter stated, it is
mutually covenanted and agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

Contract Documents: It is agreed by the parties hereto that the following list of instruments,
drawings, and documents which are attached hereto, bound herewith, or incorporated
herein by reference constitute and shall be referred to either as the “Contract Documents”
or the “Contract”, and all of said instruments, drawings, and documents taken together as
a whole constitute the Contract between the parties hereto, and they are fully a part of this
agreement as if they were set out verbatim and in full herein:

The order of contract document governance shall be as follows:

a. The body of this contract agreement

b. Solicitation Documents for the Project; 4th of July Fireworks Show for City of
Grand Junction 2019;

c. Contractors Response to the Solicitation

d. Work Change Requests (directing that changed work be performed);
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e. Field Orders
f. Change Orders.

ARTICLE 2

Definitions: The clauses provided in the Solicitation apply to the terms used in the
Contract and all the Contract Documents.

ARTICLE 3

Contract Work: The Contractor agrees to furnish all labor, tools, supplies, equipment,
materials, and all that is necessary and required to complete the tasks associated with the
Work described, set forth, shown, and included in the Contract Documents as indicated in
the Solicitation Document.

ARTICLE 4

Contract Price and Payment Procedures: The Contractor shall accept as full and complete
compensation for the performance and completion of all of the Work specified in the
Contract Documents, the sum of Twenty Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($20,000.00). If
this Contract contains unit price pay items, the Contract Price shall be adjusted in
accordance with the actual quantities of items completed and accepted by the Owner at
the unit prices quoted in the Solicitation Response. The amount of the Contract Price is
and has heretofore been appropriated by the Grand Junction City Council for the use and
benefit of this Project. The Contract Price shall not be modified except by Change Order
or other written directive of the Owner. The Owner shall not issue a Change Order or
other written directive which requires additional work to be performed, which work causes
the aggregate amount payable under this Contract to exceed the amount appropriated for
this Project, unless and until the Owner provides Contractor written assurance that lawful
appropriations to cover the costs of the additional work have been made.

Unless otherwise provided in the Solicitation, monthly partial payments shall be made as
the Work progresses. Applications for partial and Final Payment shall be prepared by the
Contractor and approved by the Owner in accordance with the Solicitation.

ARTICLE 5

Contract Binding: The Owner and the Contractor each binds itself, its partners,
successors, assigns and legal representatives to the other party hereto in respect to all
covenants, agreements and obligations contained in the Contract Documents. The
Contract Documents constitute the entire agreement between the Owner and Contractor
and may only be altered, amended or repealed by a duly executed written instrument.
Neither the Owner nor the Contractor shall, without the prior written consent of the other,
assign or sublet in whole or in part its interest under any of the Contract Documents and
specifically, the Contractor shall not assign any moneys due or to become due without the
prior written consent of the Owner.
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ARTICLE 6

Severability: If any part, portion or provision of the Contract shall be found or declared
null, void or unenforceable for any reason whatsoever by any court of competent
jurisdiction or any governmental agency having the authority thereover, only such part,
portion or provision shall be effected thereby and all other parts, portions and provisions of
the Contract shall remain in full force and effect.

Collusion Clause: Each bidder by submitting a bid certifies that it is not party to
any collusive action or any action that may be in violation of the Sherman
Antitrust Act. Any and all bids shall be rejected if there is evidence or reason for
believing that collusion exists among bidders. The Owner may, or may not,
accept future bids for the same services or commodities from participants in
such collusion.

Public Disclosure Record: If the bidder has knowledge of their employee(s) or
sub-contractors having an immediate family relationship with a Owner employee
or elected official, the bidder must provide the Purchasing Representative with
the name(s) of these individuals. These individuals are required to file an
acceptable “Public Disclosure Record”, a statement of financial interest, before
conducting business with the Owner.

2. General Contract Conditions for Construction Projects

The Contract: This Invitation for Bid, submitted documents, and any
negotiations, when properly accepted by the Owner, shall constitute a contract
equally binding between the Owner and Bidder. The contract represents the
entire and integrated agreement between the parties hereto and supersedes all
prior negotiations, representations, or agreements, either written or oral. The
contract may be amended or modified with Change Orders, Field Orders, or
Addendums.

Execution, Correlation, Intent, and Interpretations: The Contract Documents
and/or Purchase Order shall be signed by the Owner (Owner) and Contractor.

By executing the contract, the
Bidder represents that he/she has familiarized himself with the local conditions
under which the work is to be performed, and correlated his observations with the
requirements of the Contract Documents.

complementary, and what is required by any one, shall be as binding as if
required by all. The intention of the documents is to include all labor, materials,
equipment and other items necessary for the proper execution and completion of
the scope of work as defined in the technical specifications and drawings
contained herein. All drawings, specifications and copies furnished by the Owner
are, and shall remain, Owner property. They are not to be used on any other
project, and with the exception of one contract set for each party to the contract,
are to be returned to the owner on request at the completion of the work.

The Owner: The Owner is the City of Grand Junction and/or Mesa County,
Colorado and is referred to throughout the Contract Documents. The term
Owner means the Owner or his authorized representative. The Owner shall, at
all times, have access to the work wherever it is in preparation and progress.
The Bidder shall provide facilities for such access. The Owner will familiarize
himself generally with the progress and quality of work and to determine, in
general, if the work is proceeding in accordance with the contract documents.
The Owner will not be responsible for the acts or omissions of the Contractor,
and sub-Contractor, or any of their agents or employees, or any other persons
performing any of the work.

Contractor: The Contractor is the person or organization identified as such in
the Agreement and is referred to throughout the Contract Documents. The term
Contractor means the Contractor or his authorized representative. The
Contractor shall carefully study and compare the General Contract Conditions of
the Contract, Specification and/or Drawings, Scope of Work, Addenda and
Modifications and shall at once report to the Owner any error, inconsistency or
omission he may discover. Contractor shall not be liable to the Owner for any
damage resulting from such errors, inconsistencies or omissions. The Contractor
shall not commence work without clarifying Drawings, Specifications, or
Interpretations.

Warranty: The Contractor warrants to the Owner that all materials and
equipment furnished under this contract will be new unless otherwise specified,
and that all work will be of good quality, free from faults and defects and in
conformance with the Contract Documents. All work not so conforming to these
standards may be considered defective. If required by Owner, the Contractor
shall furnish satisfactory evidence as to the kind and quality of materials and
equipment. If within ten (10) days after written notice to the Contractor
requesting such repairs or replacement, the Contractor should neglect to make or
undertake with due diligence to the same, the City may make such repairs or
replacements. All indirect and direct costs of such correction or removal or
replacement shall be at the Contractor's expense. The Contractor will also bear
the expenses of making good all work of others destroyed or damaged by the
correction, removal or replacement of his defective work.

Permits, Fees, & Notices: The Contractor shall secure and pay for all permits,
governmental fees and licenses necessary for the proper execution and
completion of the work. The Contractor shall give all notices and comply with all
laws, ordinances, rules, regulations and orders of any public authority bearing on
the performance of the work. If the Contractor observes that any of the Contract

Documents are at variance in any respect, he shall promptly notify the Owner in
writing, and any necessary changes shall be adjusted by approximate
modification. If the Contractor performs any work knowing it to be contrary to
such laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, and without such notice to the
Owner, he shall assume full responsibility and shall bear all costs attributable.

Responsibility for Those Performing the Work: The Contractor shall be
responsible to the Owner for the acts and omissions of all his employees and all
sub-contractors, their agents and employees, and all other persons performing
any of the work under a contract with the Contractor.

Insurance Requirements (City of Grand Junction): The selected Bidder
agrees to procure and maintain, at its own cost, policy(s) of insurance sufficient
to insure against all liability, claims, demands, and other obligations assumed by
the Bidder pursuant to this Section. Such insurance shall be in addition to any
other insurance requirements imposed by this Contract or by law. The Bidder
shall not be relieved of any liability, claims, demands, or other obligations
assumed pursuant to this Section by reason of its failure to procure or maintain
insurance in sufficient amounts, durations, or types. Bidder shall procure and
maintain and, if applicable, shall cause any Subcontractor of the Bidder to
procure and maintain insurance coverage listed below. Such coverage shall be
procured and maintained with forms and insurers acceptable to the Owner. All
coverage shall be continuously maintained to cover all liability, claims, demands,
and other obligations assumed by the Bidder pursuant to this Section. In the
case of any claims-made policy, the necessary retroactive dates and extended
reporting periods shall be procured to maintain such continuous coverage.
Minimum coverage limits shall be as indicated below unless specified otherwise
in the Special Conditions:

(a) Worker Compensation: Contractor shall comply with all State  of Colorado
Regulations concerning Workers’ Compensation insurance coverage.

(b) General Liability insurance with minimum combined single limits of:

ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) each occurrence and
ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) per job aggregate.

The policy shall be applicable to all premises and operations. The policy shall
include coverage for bodily injury, broad form property damage (including
completed operations), personal injury (including coverage for contractual and
employee acts), blanket contractual, products, and completed operations. The
policy shall include coverage for explosion, collapse, and underground hazards.
The policy shall contain a severability of interests provision.

(c) Comprehensive Automobile Liability insurance with minimum combined single
limits for bodily injury and property damage of not less than:

ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) each occurrence and
ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) aggregate

With respect to each of Bidder's owned, hired, or non-owned vehicles assigned
to be used in performance of the Work. The policy shall contain a severability of
interests provision. The policies required by paragraphs (b) and (c) above shall
be endorsed to include the City and/or County, and the City’s and/or County’s
officers and employees as additional insureds. Every policy required above shall
be primary insurance, and any insurance carried by the Owner, its officers, or its
employees, or carried by or provided through any insurance pool of the Owner,
shall be excess and not contributory insurance to that provided by Bidder. No
additional insured endorsement to any required policy shall contain any exclusion
for bodily injury or property damage arising from completed operations. The
Bidder shall be solely responsible for any deductible losses under any policy
required above.

Indemnification: The Contractor shall defend, indemnify and save harmless the
Owner, and all its officers, employees, insurers, and self-insurance pool, from
and against all liability, suits, actions, or other claims of any character, name and
description brought for or on account of any injuries or damages received or
sustained by any person, persons, or property on account of any negligent act or
fault of the Contractor, or of any Contractor’s agent, employee, sub-contractor or
supplier in the execution of, or performance under, any contract which may result
from proposal award. Contractor shall pay any judgment with cost which may be
obtained against the Owner growing out of such injury or damages.

Miscellaneous Conditions: Material Availability: Contractors must accept
responsibility for verification of material availability, production schedules, and
other pertinent data prior to submission of bid. It is the responsibility of the
bidder to notify the Owner immediately if materials specified are discontinued,
replaced, or not available for an extended period of time. OSHA Standards: All
bidders agree and warrant that services performed in response to this invitation
shall conform to the standards declared by the US Department of Labor under
the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 (OSHA). In the event the
services do not conform to OSHA standards, the Owner may require the services
to be redone at no additional expense to the Owner.

Time: The Contract Time is the period of time allotted in the Contract
Documents for completion of the work. The date of commencement of the work
is the date established in a Notice to Proceed or Purchase Order. If there is no
Notice to Proceed, it shall be the date of the Contract/Purchase Order or such
other date as may be established therein, or as established as entered on the Bid
Form. The Date of Substantial Completion of the work or designated portions
thereof is the date certified by the Owner when construction is sufficiently
complete, in accordance with the Contract Documents.

Progress & Completion: The Contractor shall begin work on the date of
commencement as defined in the Contract, and shall carry the work forward
expeditiously with adequate forces and shall complete it within the contract time.

Payment & Completion: The Contract Sum is stated in the Contract and is the
total amount payable by the Owner to the Contractor for the performance of the
work under the Contract Documents. Upon receipt of the product or written

notice that the work is ready for final inspection and acceptance and upon receipt
of application for payment, the Owner’s Project Manager will promptly make such
inspection and, when he finds the work acceptable under the Contract
Documents and the Contract fully performed, the Owner shall make payment in
the manner provided in the Contract Documents.

Protection of Persons & Property: The Contractor shall comply with all
applicable laws, ordinances, rules, regulations and orders of any public authority
having jurisdiction for the safety of persons or property or to protect them from
damage, injury or loss. Contractor shall erect and maintain, as required by
existing safeguards for safety and protection, and all reasonable precautions,
including posting danger signs or other warnings against hazards promulgating
safety regulations and notifying owners and users of adjacent utilities. When or
where any direct or indirect damage or injury is done to public or private property
by or on account of any act, omission, neglect, or misconduct by the Contractor
in the execution of the work, or in consequence of the non-execution thereof by
the Contractor, he shall restore, at his own expense, such property to a condition
similar or equal to that existing before such damage or injury was done, by
repairing, rebuilding, or otherwise restoring as may be directed, or it shall make
good such damage or injury in an acceptable manner.

Changes in the Work: The Owner, without invalidating the contract, may order
changes in the work within the general scope of the contract consisting of
additions, deletions or other revisions, the contract sum and the contract time
being adjusted accordingly. All such changes in the work shall be authorized by
Change Order and shall be executed under the applicable conditions of the
contract documents. A Change Order is a written order to the Contractor signed
by the Owner issued after the execution of the contract, authorizing a change in
the work or an adjustment in the contract sum or the contract time. The contract
sum and the contract time may be changed only by Change Order.

Claims for Additional Cost or Time: [f the Contractor wishes to make a claim
for an increase in the contract sum or an extension in the contract time, he shall
give the Owner written notice thereof within a reasonable time after the
occurrence of the event giving rise to such claim. This notice shall be given by
the Contractor before proceeding to execute the work, except in an emergency
endangering life or property in which case the Contractor shall precede in
accordance with the regulations on safety. No such claim shall be valid unless
so made. Any change in the contract sum or contract time resulting from such
claim shall be authorized by Change Order.

Minor Changes in the Work: The Owner shall have authority to order minor
changes in the work not involving an adjustment in the contract sum or an
extension of the contract time and not inconsistent with the intent of the contract
documents.

Uncovering & Correction of Work: The Contractor shall promptly correct all
work rejected by the Owner as defective or as failing to conform to the contract
documents whether observed before or after substantial completion and whether
or not fabricated installed or competed. The Contractor shall bear all costs of

correcting such rejected work, including the cost of the Owner’'s additional
services thereby made necessary. If within one (1) year after the date of
completion or within such longer period of time as may be prescribed by law or
by the terms of any applicable special guarantee required by the contract
documents, any of the work found to be defective or not in accordance with the
contract documents, the Contractor shall correct it promptly after receipt of a
written notice from the Owner to do so unless the Owner has previously given the
Contractor a written acceptance of such condition. The Owner shall give such
notice promptly after discover of condition. All such defective or non-conforming
work under the above paragraphs shall be removed from the site where
necessary and the work shall be corrected to comply with the contract
documents without cost to the Owner. The Contractor shall bear the cost of
making good all work of separate Contractors destroyed or damaged by such
removal or correction.
