The Commission 
unanimously approved establishment of a co-chairwanship, pending 
formulation of by-laws, and Crumbaker and Sarmo were approved

Brown presented information on 1.1ossible f'rant fundinr.: which was 
refered to the co-chairs for review. 

Goals Rnd objectives were discussed. It was decided that for the 
present the poals should simply be as outlined in the resolution 
which created the Commission. fAtterson asked about the need for 
Council approval for CommisFion action, and Shepherd explained 
that the Commission doesn't need permission to carry out its 
various tasks but that in order to actively support a particular 
project or policy the Commission should work with the Council. 

The Commission's first task--identifyin~, definin~, and assessing 
aJ.l local ~rts Bn~ cultural orpAnizations or proups--was discussed 
at length. How to define such organizations, how to develop the 
list, and the purpose of this list were addressed. It was decided 
to include as many organizations as possible in the inventory. It 
was decided that Sarmo distribute a public service announcement 
to the news media to solicit names of organizations or ~roups.
