The value of each tree is as much as it
would cost to re-sod the entire park or $50,000. Should consider watering for tree’s and not just
for the sod.

between $4,000 - $6,000. Will include this information in with the grant paperwork. May also
look to see if a college student is interested in doing for a project.

¢ Randy Coleman wrote a letter with FAQ that went out with the renewal application for the
licensed tree care providers. It also alerted them to the fact that we are looking at going to ISA
Certification to work within the city limits.

e Chuck Thompson will contact insurance agent to see if they have annual meetings where the
board can speak about the importance of tree’s. The Board will also contact the Chamber of
Commerce to see if they can meet with small businesses around the Valley to discuss the
importance of tree’s.
