A change of location application was filed with the Local Licensing Authority on February 3, 2021 to
move from 500 Main Street to 510 Main Street and on February 16, 2021 a “Notice of Hearing” was
posted on the property.

A survey was conducted to address the reasonable requirements of the neighborhood via mailers to 120
properties in the defined neighborhood by the City Clerk’s Office due to COVID-19 restrictions. The
neighborhood was defined by those addresses within a half mile radius from the applicant’s location.
The recipients of the mailers could take an online survey stating whether they supported or opposed the
application. The results are as follows:

To date, no letters of opposition or counter petitions have been filed.

The Grand Junction Police Department will investigate the individuals for local criminal history. Reports
have also been requested from the City of Grand Junction Sales Tax Department, the Fire Department,
and Mesa County Health Department.
