Only those 21+ will

be allowed to enter the beer garden area. Everyone 21+ will be wrist banded upon entry. A hired Citadel security guard will be responsible for

Verifying that everyona Is 21+ at the entrance. One security guard will be positioned here for the whole event to ensure no alcohol enters or

Leaves the area. The other three Citadel personnel will be canvasing the premise to monitor intoxication and conduct. They will also monitor the

interior barriers to be sure no alcohol is passed over those fences. Beer will be served by TIPs trained staff volunteers. The frained servers will

also monitor intoxication and conduct. Cont...

Citadel personnel will be In uniform. Other CMU staff and volunteers will be in CMU volunteer t-shirts.

9. If this event is being held outdoors, how will the exterior boundaries of the premises be marked (i.e.,
roped, fenced, etc.)?

The event will be held outslde, please see attached map for detalls. All beer garden boundaries will be fenced, Quter perimster will be fenced

using 6ft security fencing. The interior boundaries are fenced with ped fencing. There will only be one entrance and exit point. All interior boundaries ai

ID will be checked at the door for all attendees. Underage patrons will not be allowed into the beer garden. Trained servers will only serve

some one wearing a wristband. If a server questions the age of an attendee they may again ask to verify their age at the bar, Anyone without a

wristband will be sent back to security.

11. How will the conduct and level of intoxication of attendees be monitored and by whom?
Conduct and intoxication will be monitered by the 3 canvasing security guards as well as the tralned CMU staff and volunteers who will

be serving alcohol and providing additional security at the event.

Yes all of the valunteers/workers are safe server/TIPs tralned and have experience serving alcohol at other events.

Fisher's Liquor Barn will be IDing people as they serve drinks at the bar to ensure no underage drinking.

Bartenders, as well as Hilltop staff, will observe attendee behavior to detect any inappropriate alcohol
related behavior. Taxis will be called for anyone deemed unable to drive.

8. How will security personnel be identified?

All security will wear clearly identifiable badge marking them as the event's security.

9. If this event is an outdoor event, how will the exterior boundaries of the premises be marked (i.e.,
roped, fenced, etc.)?

The majority of the boundries are existing with the exterior of the building and permanent fencing. The

additional control barriers will be marked with stakes and caution tape to clearly mark where the alcohol is
allowed.




10. What method of age verification will be used (i.e., at the door, at the bar, etc.) and how will underage \‘
patrons be identified so as not to be served alcohol beverages (i.e., stamp or mark on the hand, etc.)? /

This event is marketed to those age 55 and older, and all staff will be over the age of 21. Fisher's Liquor

Barn staff will be responsible for checking IDs at the bar as they are serving drinks. If someone does attend
who apears to be underage, we will mark their hands with an "X" with a permanet marker.

11. How will the conduct and level of intoxication of attendees be monitored and by whom?
All staff will pay attention for any signs of intoxication. The bartenders, provided by The Liquor Barn, will

be the ones who will stop serving to anyone who they believe to be intoxicated.

12. Have the volunteers or members of your organization been trained in the sale/service of alcohol
beverages?

Two members of Hilltop's staff have completed the Alcohol Server Responsibility training provided by the
City.
