and one-half years, to June 19, 1865, in reaching authorities and African-

June 19™ has a special meaning to African-Ameticans, and is called
“JUNETEENTH" combining the wotds June and Nineteenth, and has been
celebrated by the African-American community for over 150 years; and

the annual Juneteenth celebration in the City of Grand Junction will take place
on June 18, 2022.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Anna Stout, Council President of the City of Grand Junction do
hereby proclaim June 19, 2022 as

“Yuneteenth”

in the City of Grand Junction and urge all citizens to become mote awate of the significance of
this celebration in African-American History and in the heritage of our nation and City.
