EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

This is time for City Council to discuss the two remaining applicants recommended by
the ARPA Committee and to consider options for utilizing unspent ARPA funds.

BACKGROUND OR DETAILED INFORMATION:

There are two remaining applicants for Council to consider funding based on the
recommendations provided by the ARPA Committee:

o Counseling and Education Center: $996,006
o Altitude Pediatrics: $244,000

Council has also expressed interest in determining how to utilize the remaining funds
which, if CEC and Altitude are funded, will result in a remaining balance of $2,399,527.
If Altitude and CEC are not funded, there would be an additional $1,240,006 available.
