
RESOLUTION NO. 05-24
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN EXTENSION OF THE EASEMENT AGREEMENT
ENTERED INTO WITH TRANSCOLORADO GAS TRAMSISSION COMPANY IN 1998
AN AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ACT TO FINALIZE AN ADDENDUM TO

THE AGREEMENT

Recitals:

The City of Grand Junction ("City") is the owner of the certain real property in an area
commonly known as the Grand Mesa Slopes in the County of Mesa, State of Colorado,
including the Somerville Ranch, hereinafter referred to as the "City Property."

The City Property is a source of water for the Town ofPalisade ("Town"). In 1998, the
City and the Town entered into a Joint resolution (City Resolution No. 24-98) which
provided authority for the City to negotiate jointly with the Town right-of-way issues for a
natural gas transmission pipeline project proposed by TransCoiorado Gas Transmission
Company ("TransColorado").

An Easement Agreement (a copy is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated
herein) ("Agreement") was entered into between the City and TransColorado on May 21,
1998. The terms of the Agreement indicate that the easement was for a period of 25
years and became effective upon the facilities (pipeline) being placed in service which
was February 15, 1999.

By the terms of the Agreement, TransColorado is entitled to an extension of the
conveyance and grant for additional 25-year periods ("later terms") on the same terms
and conditions of the Agreement, except for compensation which shall be determined to
be fair market value. A request to extend the Agreement for its first later term has been
made to the City in accordance with the Agreement with an offer of no less than
$56,250.00, with the final sum to be determined by the City Manager, for another 25-
year term.

City Council deems it appropriate to extend the Agreement and authorizes the City
Manager to negotiate and finalize the final terms of an Addendum to the Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
GRAND JUNCTION, COLORADO:

That the foregoing Recitals are incorporated herein and in consideration of the
same the City Manager is hereby authorized on behalf of the City to negotiate
and finalize an Addendum Agreement for the extension of the Easement
Agreement for the TransColorado gas transmission pipeline on the City's
Somerville Ranch for a term of 25 years in accordance with the terms of the
Easement Agreement and for no less compensation than the $56,250.00.

EASEMENT AGREEMENT

THIS A.GRBEMENT ("Agreement") is made and entered into tlie ^/:>f: day of
^H b-4- _, 1998, by and between the City of Grand Junction, a Colorado home rule
municlpalily, referred to as the "City," and TransColorado Gas Transmission Company, a
general partnership existing under the laws of the state of Colorado, referred to as
"TransColorado." The Cily and TransColorado may be referred to collectively as the
"Parties" and singularly as a "Party."

RECITALS

A. The City is the owner of the certain real property in an area commonly known
as (ho Grand Mesa Slopes in the County of Mesa, state of Colorado, liereinafter referred to
as the "CHy Property." The Parties liavc agreed to not resolve questions such as the purpose
oftlie City Property, in order to ease the process of negotiating this Agreement.

B. Tlie City Property is a source of water for the Town ofPatisade, a statutory
municipality of the state of Colorado. The City and the Town ofPalisade have entered into a
joint resolution wliicli requires that the City and Town of Palisade negotiate jointly with

TransColorado on right-of-way issues for TransColorado's proposed natural gas transmission

pipeline project (the "Project").

C. The City Property is presently leased to Clifford V. Davis and Judy L. Davis,
doing business as Broken Spoke Ranch (the "Davises").

D. The Parties desire to provide for (he conveyfmce of a non-exclusive easement
and temporary use access ("right-of-way" or "easement") required for the Project pursuant to

the terms and conditions staled in this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals above and the terms, covenants,

conditions, restrictions, duties and obligations conlained herein, tiie Parties agree as follows:

1. Grant. The City hereby conveys and grants, by quit claim, to TransColorado a
right-of-wny over, under and across the City Property, and TransColorado accepts such
conveyance and grant subject to tlie terms ofttiis Agreement. TJie riglit-of-way is described
on Exhibit "A", which is attached to and by this reference forms a part of this Agreement.

2. Term, The initial term of tliis right-of-way grant shall be twenty-five (25)
years from the date tlic facilities which arc identified in paragraph 4.1 of this Agreement are
placed in service.

3. Options to Extend Grant.

3,1 TransColorado shall be entitled to exercise successive extensions of this
conveyance and grant, and (he City liereby grants such right, for additional twenty-five (25)
year periods ("later terms"), Iflhc grant is cxtetidcct for later tenn(s), each such later tenn(s)



shall be upon the same terms and conditions of this Agreement, except as provided in
paragraph 5, below. In order to exercise TransColorado's option for each such later temi(s),
TransColorado shall give written notice to the City ofTransColorado's desire and intention
to exercise TransCoiorado's option to extend no sooner than one (1) year and not less than
six (6) months prior to tlie expiralion of the initial term. The City Council acknowledges (lie
terms of the City Charter and intends, by Uus provision, to grant such rights of extension to
TransColorado to the fullest extent possible and to not subject TransColorado to any rights
of referendum or ittitiadv&.

4. TransCplorado's Use and Occupa»&y of (lie Right-of-Way

4,1 TransColorado's use and occupancy of the Right-of-Way shall be limited

to tlie sole purpose of laying, constructing, operating, inspecting, maintaining, repairing,
replacing, substituting, relocating and removing a varying (22 to 24 inches JUD.) pipelitie
(with valves, meters, fittings, appliances, and related facilities)(thc "facilities"), as approved
by its certificate of public coiivenience and necessity issued on June 3, 1994, by the Federal
Energy Regulatory Commission in Docket No. CP90-1777> as amended September 30,1996,
for the transportation of natural gas and associated liquids and gases and for no other use or

purpose, over and through the right-of-wsy.

4.2 Prior to the start of construction within the right-of-way, the City,
TransCoIorado and TransColorado's conlractor and agents involved with conslruction and/or
surface dislurbing activities shall conduct a prcconslmction conference to review the

stipulations and provisions of and provide for compiiance with (his Agreement, and tli& Plan
of Development which is identified in Section 19 of {his Agreement, and referred to as the
"POD."

4.3 TransCoforado shall at all times maintain thy facilities in good and safe
condition and in a manner that coniplt&s with this Agreement and all applicable federal
requirements. TransCoIorado sliall provide notice to the City no less tlian 72 hours prior to
the anticipated start of any surface disturbing activities witliin the right-of-way. No prior

notice is required in an emergency.

4.4 TransCotorado agrees to construct the Project in strict conformity with
tlie POD. Any deviation, relocation, additional construction or use that is not in accord with
the POD or this Agreement shall not be initiated without prior written approval of the City. ^

5. Compensation. TransCoioFado agrees to compensate the Ci^ for its costs,

subject to audit and not to exceed Thirty Five Thousand Dollars (SSO^O&^O), to have a City
inspector available during consiructlon and reclamfition when required by TransCoIorado. In
addition, TransColorado agrees to pay for the right-of-way the lawful sum of Fifty Thousand
Dollars ($50,000.00). Such payment sliall be made to the City's Finance Director prior lo the
start of construction. In addition, TransColoiado shall pay fair market value for each of the
later terms. If the parties are unable to sgree on the fair market vafue, either party may
initiate an action in a court of competent jurisdiction to determine fair market value.



6. General IndeniuificatiorL

6.1 TransColorado hereby releases, covenanls not lo bring suit and agrees to

indemnify, defend and hold the City, its officers, employees, agents and assets harmless from
any and @11 claims, costs, Judgments, awards or liability, including reasonable attorneys' fees
and costs (except those caused by the City's negligence or its willful or wanton acts) to any
person or with regard to any properly, including cfahns arising from injury or death, resulting
from TransCotorado's negligent or wiliful act or failure to act pursuant to this Agreement.

6.2 Inspection or acceptance by the City of work performed by
TransColorado at the time of completion of construction shall not be grounds for avoidance
of the indemnification provided in paragraph 6.1 of this Agreement. The indemnification
obligations sliall extend to claims which are not reduced la a suit and any claims which may

be compromised by TransColorado prior to the culmination of any litigation or the institution
of any litigation.

6.3 The provisions of this Section shall survive (tie expiration or tennination
oftltis Agreement.

1. Construction and Completion Bond, In connection with the Permit issued

July 30, ] 997, by the City, granting TransColorado access to the City Property for the
purpose of preparing the POD and completing detailed ertginecring design, TiansColorado

deposited with the City's Finance Director the sum of One Hundred Thousand Dollars
($100,000.00) to be placed by him in a fund to be designated the "Performance Fund," to
correct any damage caused by or resulting from the acts or omissions ofTransCoIorado, its
agents and employees. The Parties agree that no such damag& occurred, and that in
accordance with the terms of paragraph 8(a) of the Permit, the City would tiave returned the

deposit plus interest to TransCotorado on 3nl^ 30, 1998. Notwithstanding the permit
requirement, the Parties agree to continue the Performance Fund to a date not less than three
(3) years nor more than five (5) years following construction in the Right-of-Way to
guarantee reclamation of the Right-of-Way in accor<ianc& with all applicable terms of tfie

POD. The City may, after thirty (30) days following the mailing of written notice to
TransColorado, provided TransColorado has not taken adequate steps to correct the
deficiencies stated in the nolice, make expenditures from the Performance Fund to
complete such reclamation. Upon tlie refcase by the City of TransColorado's reclamation
obligation, or five (5) years following the completion of the construction, wliicliever first
occurs, any remaining monies slialt be returned to TransColorado, plug any interest which has
accrued on the monies in the Performance Fund at the rate earned on the City's investments
of the City's other long-term monies.

8. Public Access. As a part of construclton, TransColorado will use reasonable
efforts to imke the easenietit inacc^sstbtc to the general public.



9, Access Easement.

9.1 During tlic constniction and restoration pliases of the Project,
TransColorado will be allowed to acc&ss the riglit-of-way with workers and equipment
Ihrough the City Property by way of Wliltcwater Creek Road as depicted on Exhibit <1B",
which is attached and by this reference forms a part of this Agreement. TransColorado's use

ofWhitewater Creek road shall be subject to the following requirements:

(a) Prior to the start of conslniction TransColorado shall, at TransColorado's soie
cost and expense, construct and install all improvements to Wliitewater Creek Road which
are necessary for TransColorado's projected average daily irips and to further accommodate
tlie types and size of vehicle and equipment TransColorado will have upon tlie road;

(b) TransCoforado shall employ reasonable dust suppression measures;

(c) Ail vehicles and equipment traveling upon Whitewater Crwk Road sliall nol
exceed a speed of fifteen (15) miles per hour;

(d) Upon the written request of the City, upon completion of ths conslrucllon and
again after the restoration phase of the Project, TransColorado sliall restore WJiitewater
Creek Road and other roads used by TransColorado to a condition, as near 8s practicable to

thai which existed following the improvement of tlie road just prior to the start of
construction,

(e) TransColorado agrees to comply with the addidonai requirements for the use of
Wliitewatcr Creek Road that are set forth in Exhibit "C", which is attactied hereto and forms

a part of this Agreement.

9.2 Following completion of the construction and restoration phases and during the
operation snd maintenance phase of the Project, ingress and egress to and from the right-of-
wfty shall be limited and restricted to that required to inspect, maintain and repair (he faciliti&s
installed on and in the right-of-way as required by the federal Pipeline Safety Act and
TransColorado's operations requirements.

9.3 The City may access the City Property for its needs aiong, over and tiirougli the
right-of-way; provided, however, prior to any excavation near ttic facilities, tlie City sliall
comply with the requirements of Colo. Rev. Slat. Aim, §9-1.5-103 efseq.

10. City's Development/Use of City Water. TransColorado agrees to bear the costs
required to relocate or make accommodations for any City water conveyance systems which
now exist, and as to City water conveyance systems wliich are buitt in ttie future,
TransColocndo shall pay the reasonable incremental additional costs to construct any such
City systems or improvement as a result oftlie construction inaintenance and/or repair of the
Project.



11. Notice of Release. TransColorado sliall promptly notify the City in the event of
any release of any hazardous substfincc on the City Property,

12. DcFault. Should TransColorado; (a) default in the performance of this
Agreement including the POD and any such default continue for a period of ninety (90) days
after written notice thereof is given by the City to TransColorado; or (b) be declared
bankrupt, insolvent, make an assignment for the benefit of creditors, or if a receiver is

appointed; and (c) fail to timely cure such default, weather permitting, Uie City, at tlie City's
option, may file an action to cancel and annul this Agreement and obtain an order from a
court of competent Jurisdiction to enter and take possession of the right-of-way. This
Agreement shall terminate upon such occupation except paragraphs 6.1, 6.2 and 6.3.
Nothing herein shall prejudice or be to the exclusion of any other rights or remedies which
the City may liave against TransColorado, including, but not limited to, the right of the City
to obtain injunctive relief. If the City succeeds in any such effort, TransColorado shall pay
the City s reasonable attorneys fees.

13. Assignment. TransColorado shall not assign or sublease this Agreement or the

right-of-way, or any right or privilege connected therewith, or allow any otlier person, except
officers, employees, agents and contracto/s ofTransColorado, to occupy the right-of-way or
any part thereof without first obtaining ttie written consent of the City, whicti consent shall
not be unreasonably wittiheld. In the event of an assignment, TransColorado shall not be
released from ils obligations and duties under this Agreement unless the assignee is fully able
to perform TransColorado's obligations liereunder, he. by demonstration of financial

responsibility, e.g, by net worth or insurance. Any consent by the City shall not be a consent
to a subsequent assignment, sublease or occupation by any other party.

14. T&rniination/AbandonirtentotRight-of-Way.

(a) Prior lo lemunation of the right-of-way or abandonment of the pipeline, or
any portion thereof, TransCoIorado will contact the City to arrange for a pre-terminatton
meeting and Joint inspection oftlie right-of-way. This meeting and inspection will take place
a miiumum of thirty (30) days prior to tenninalion. The meeting and inspection will
be held so that an agreement on an acceptable (erminalion and rehabilitation plan at
TransColorado's sole cost and expense, can be reached. This plan will include
TransColorado's obligation to include, but not be limited to, abandonment and/or removal of
facilities, drainage structures and/or surface materials, recontouring, replacing of topsoil,
seeding and monitoring. As used in this Section 14, the tenn "abandonment" means no use

of the facilities for two (2) years.

(b) Th& Parties acknowledge and agree dial the best management praclices for
abandoning and/or deactivating TransColorado's facililies may not be known until such time
tlial the Project life-cycle is near its end, and that abandomnent/deactivatEon will iikely
involve an altered scope, varied time line or additional stakeholders when compared to the
issues of the Project installation and operation.



15. TransColorado Acusptance Subject to Existing Cpjiditlons,

15.1 TransCoIorado has inspected the riglit-of-way and accepts tlie same in its
present condition and location. TransCotorado agrees that the condition of the right-of-way
is sufficient for the purposes ofTransCoiorado, The City makes no warranties, promises or
representations, expr&ss or implied, that the right-of-way is sufficient for the purposes of
TransColorado. If the right-of-way is damaged due to fire, flood, or other casuatty, or if the
right-of-wsy is damaged or deteriorates to the extent where it is no longer functional for the

purposes of TransColorado, the City shsll have no obligation to repair the right-of-way nor
to otherwise make the riglit-of-way usable or occupiable, since such damages shall be at
TransCoIorado s own risk.

15.2 The City makes no repr&sentations or warranties regarding the presence or
existence of any hazardous, toxic or regulated substances on, under or about the righl-of-
way, except to the extent that the City states tliat it has not deposited or caused to be
deposited on, under or about the right-of-way any liazardous, toxic or regMlated substances.

16. Notices. All notices to be given with respect to this Agreement sliall be in
writing delivered either by United Slates mail or Express mail, postage prepaid, or by
facsimile transmission, personally by hand or courier service, as follows:

All notices shall be deemed given; (a) if sent by mail, when deposited in the mail; (b) if
delivered by hand or courier service, when delivered; or (c) if trfinsmitted by facsimile, when
transmitted. The Parties may, by notice as provided above, designate a different address to
which notice shall be given.

17. EnfoFcemenLi*artiat Invalidity. GovenunR Law.

17.1 The invalidity of any portion of tliis Agreement shall not affect the validity
of any other provision contained herein. In (lie event any provision ofttus Agreement is held
to be invalid, the remaining provisions shall be deemed to be in full force and eftect as if liiey
Iiad been executed by both Parties subsequent to the expungement of (lie invalid provisions.

17.2 This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the
laws of the state of Colorado.

18. Total Agreement; Applicable to Successors. This Agreement contains the entire

agreement between the Parties and, except for automatic expiration or terminRtion, cannot be
changed or modified except by a written instniment subsequently executed by the Parties,
This Agreement and the terms and conditions hereof apply to and are binding upon the
successors and authorized assigns of both Parties.

19. Documents which govern Ihe Project and the conduct of the Parties and which
are incorporated in ttiis Agreement by this reference, are:

1. TransCoIorado shall install a new cattle guard at the main gate after the main part
of the constmction is complete, unless tlicre is damage to the existing cattle guard, in which
event, it will be replaced immediately.

2. TransCotorado shall grade and maintain ftie road into the ranch, instaffmg gravel
turn-oufs for passing lanos where required to permit two-way traffic on Ihe road.

3, TransCoIorftdo shall install two new 18" by 20' culverts .7 miles in from the gate

in the irrigation canal.

4. TransColorado shall remove tlie gate and 20* offence at 1.1 tniles in to allow
wider loads to go through the fence, rcinsfalling the fence and a new gate after construction.
TransColorado shall also gravel this area to permit passing in this area.

5. TransColorado will address a spring lliat has appeared in llie road 1.8 iniles in
from the main gate. This portion of road will not hold up to heavy traffic and will have to be
repaired before construction. It is contemplated tliat by installing a drain line, with at least 2"
minus rock with drainage to the barrow ditch and installing additional road base, this seep can be

efficiently drained to allow {lie road to be used by heavy traffic,

6. TransCoIorado shall install two new 18" by 20' culverts 2.0 miles in from the gate
in the low area oftlie road just past the second house. TIiis area is also boggy and will need
additional road base installed for about 200'.

7, Tlie gale at 2,2 miles in the fence to Rock Pasture is too narrow to allow trucks to
pass. TransCoIoiado will install a double gate.

8. The gate and culvert at 2.4 miles from the main gate is too narrow to altow trucks

to pass, TransColoraclo will match up another gate with an existing one to make a double gate
and install a new 30" by 20' flat bottom culvert to make a straight approach to ihe gale. During
sfringing operations, TransColorado will assign someone to open and close this gate. At all other
times, it shall remain closed.

9. TransCoIorado will install signs limiting speed to 15 MPH Ihrougti the ranch at the
main gate and near ihe ranch house.



10. Dust will be suppressed, especially near the structures. In addition, dust control
will be maintained in accordance with the POD by installing now gravel in the area next to the
houses. Water, dust abatement or mag chloride wiil be used to suppress dust. Tlie County has

applied mag chloride to the County road for the first 3 miles of Whitewater Creek Road.
TransColorado wilt extend its dust suppression measures application to the main gate, to hold
down dust.
