the event. Alcoholic drinks will be for sale inside the event, served by 2 professional bartenders.

Food will be provided at no charge to quests. Non alcoholic drinks and water will be available to all.

We will have 5 additional staff members & 7 volunteers throughout the event monitoring attendee

consumption with 2 of those staff members dedicated to monitoring attendee intoxication level.

8. How will security personnel be identifled?

Museum staff & volunteers will have name tags on Identifying themselves.

9. Ifthis event is an outdoor event, how will the exterior boundaries of the premises be marked (l.e.,
roped, fenced, etc.)?

Both events are indoor events. No reentry permitted.

* These are 21+ events. There will be 2 staff members checking IDs at the entrance of the events.

No one under the age of 21 will be permitted.

2 professional bartenders will be serving drinks and following alcohol compliant rules and 2 dedicated staff

members will be watching attendees for slurred speak, and stumbling steps. (continued on attachment).

No, 2 professional bartenders will be serving drinks and following alcohol compliant rules and 2

dedicated staff members will monitor intoxication and will be looking for slurred speech and fumbling steps.
