Grand Junction Rides & Vibes is scheduled for Friday May 10th and Saturday May 11th. The event will feature a 
mountain bike event, a beer garden, food trucks, vendor booths, and a music festival. In addition, Triple Play 
Records will set up a mini disc golf course on the 500 block of Main Street.   
 
Movie Night at Whitman Park 
Downtown staff in collaboration with the City of Grand Junction Parks Department are working on the 
Whitman Park redesign.  They are considering various ideas for its utilization, including hosting movie nights in 
July and August following Market on Main.  Suggestions from the community outreach meeting included using 
the park for concerts, classes, vendor space, and staging.  The final design meeting is scheduled on April 30th 
from 5-7 pm at Lincoln Park Barn.
