A RESOLUTION RENAMING G 1/4 ROAD TO GARDEN ROAD BETWEEN 24
ROAD AND MONUMENT VIEW DRIVE

Recitals.

Section 21.05.020(e)(3)(iv) of the Grand Junction Zoning and Development Code states
that a street naming system shall be maintained to facilitate the provisions of necessary
public services (police, fire and mail) and to provide more efficient movement of traffic.
For consistency, this system shall be adhered to on all newly platted, dedicated, or named
streets and roads. Existing streets and roads not conforming or inconsistent to the
addressing system shall be made conforming as the opportunity occurs.

The discovery of 120 ft of G % Road that was not appropriately changed as part of the
Garden Vine Subdivision. For purposes of consistency, that 120 ft portion should be
changed to Garden Road so that it matches the rest of the road.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
GRAND JUNCTION, COLORADO:

That G 1/4 Road between 24 2 Road and Monument View Drive as described in this
resolution is hereby changed to Garden Road.
