Patrick Maroney 
of Alcohol Petitioning Services appeared by phone & answered questions 
regarding how the needs and desires survey was conducted. Hearing Officer 
Starritt asked Ms. Williams to read the survey results into the record 
(attached).  
 
Hearing Officer Starritt verified with Ms. Williams the application was in order. 
Ms. Williams reported that background results for Chengle Li, Member of Surf 
to Turf INC had not been received.  Hearing Officer Starritt asked if anyone 
was present to speak against the application. There was no one. 
 
Hearing Officer Starritt found the needs and desires of the neighborhood are 
not being met and found no legal reason to deny the license. The new Hotel & 
Restaurant license application for Surf to Turf INC, dba Surf to Turf was 
approved conditionally on clear background results for Chengle Lin, as well 
as a certificate of occupancy for the building once renovations have been 
completed.  A review of this application will be scheduled for the December 4, 
2024, Liquor Licensing Authority Meeting, if the conditions above have not 
been met by that time.  The City Clerk's Office will prepare a resolution of 
findings for Hearing Officer Starritt's signature.

A liquor license application permitting sales of malt and vinous liquor for consumption at place where sold, was filed 
with the Local Licensing Authority on June 6, 2024 and on July 3, 2024 a legal notice will be published in the Daily 
Sentinel and a “Notice of Hearing” was posted on the property. 
 
A survey was conducted by the applicant to address the reasonable requirements of the neighborhood. The 
neighborhood was defined as the area bounded by H Road on the north, G Road on the south, 27 ½ Road on the east 
and 28 Road on the west and includes both sides of the outer boundary streets. The City Clerk’s Office reviewed the 
findings and obtained the following results (map attached).

A liquor license application permitting sales of malt, vinous and spirituous liquors for consumption at place where sold, 
was filed with the Local Licensing Authority on June 11, 2024 and on July 3, 2024 a legal notice was published in the Daily 
Sentinel and a “Notice of Hearing” was posted on the property. 
 
A survey was conducted by the applicant to address the reasonable requirements of the neighborhood. The 
neighborhood was defined as the area bounded by W Pinyon Ave on the north, American Way on the south, Motor St on 
the east and 25 Road on the west and includes both sides of the outer boundary streets. The City Clerk’s Office reviewed 
the findings and obtained the following results (map attached).

One signature was disqualified due to being incomplete. To date, no counter petitions or remonstrances have been filed. 
Exhibits to survey sheets showed 86 addresses attempted without success, 2 not 21 years old, 8 refused to sign, and 3 
no solicitors. 
 
Reports have also been 
requested from the City of Grand Junction Sales Tax Department.
