WHEREAS, Peace Corps Volunteers have strengthened the ties of
friendship between the people of the United States and
those of other countries, and they have been enriched by
their experiences overseas, have brought their
communities throughout the United States a deeper
understanding of other cultures and traditions, thereby
bringing a domestic dividend to our nation; and

WHEREAS, a group of returned U. S. Peace Corps volunteers who
served in Tanzania and Kenya, East Africa from 1966
until 1969 will be holding a reunion in Grand Junction
September 26" through 29"; and

WHEREAS, Councilmember Bennett Boeschenstein served as a
Peace Corps volunteer in both Tanzania and Kenya
during those years.
