1.0. Instructions to Offerors

Americans with Disability Act (ADA) Compliance Mandate: Following HB21-1110. all
documents produced and submitted in response to this solicitation must adhere to the

Purpose: The City of Grand Junction, Colorado, by and through the Parks and
Recreation Department is soliciting competitive pricing bids from qualified Firms
interested in providing on-call services for tree planting and / or tree watering within
parks, public rights-of-way, and other public grounds throughout the City of Grand
Junction as described, and for the purposes stated herein in accordance with the terms
and conditions of this IFB.

Owner: The “Owner” is the City and its authorized representative(s); the term Owner or
City may be used interchangeably throughout this Solicitation.

Compliance: All Offerors, by submitting a bid response, commit to adhere to all
conditions, requirements, and instructions in this IFB as stated or implied herein or
modified by addenda. Should the Owner omit anything necessary to the clear
understanding of the requirements, or should it appear that various instructions conflict,
the Offeror(s) shall secure instructions from the Purchasing Agent before the submittal
deadline.

Modification and Withdrawal of Bids Before Opening: Bids may be modified or
withdrawn by the Offeror in writing, duly executing, and submitting to the place where Bids
are to be submitted at any time before the Bid Opening. Bids may not be altered, modified,
or amended after the submission date.

Form for Price Bid: All Price Bids must be made upon the Price Bid Schedule attached
and state the amounts in words and figures and must be signed and acknowledged by
the Offeror.

The Offeror shall specify a unit price in figures for each pay item for which a quantity is
given and shall provide the products (in numbers) of the respective unit prices and
quantities in the Extended Amount column. The total Bid price shall be equal to the sum
of all extended amount prices. When an item in the Price Bid Schedule provides a choice
to be made by the Offeror, the Offeror's choice shall be indicated by the specifications for
the particular item(s), and thereafter no further choice shall be permitted.

Where the unit of a pay item is a lump sum, the lump sum amount shall be shown in the
"extended amount" column and included in the summation of the total Bid.

All blank spaces in the Price Bid Schedule must be properly filled out.

Bids (by corporations, LLCs, or similar entities) must be executed in the entity name by
the president, vice president, etc., or other business officer accompanied by evidence of
authority to sign. The entity addresses and state of organization of the entity shall be
shown below the signature.

All names must be typed or printed below the signature.

The Offeror’s Bid shall contain an acknowledgment of receipt of all Addenda, the numbers
of which shall be filled in on the Bid Submittal Form.

The contact information to which communications regarding the Bid are to be directed
must be shown.

Exclusions: No oral, telephonic, emailed, or facsimile bid will be considered.

Contract Documents: The complete IFB and Offeror’s response compose the Contract
Documents.

Examination of Specifications: Offerors shall thoroughly examine and be familiar with
the Project Scope of Work. The failure or omission of any Offeror to receive or examine
any form, addendum, or other document(s) shall in no way relieve any Offeror from any
obligation concerning its Bid response. The submission of a Bid shall be taken as
evidence of compliance with and understanding. Before submitting a Bid, each Offeror
shall, at a minimum:

(a) Examine the Contract Documents thoroughly;

(b) Study and carefully correlate the Offeror's observations with the Contract
Documents; and,

(c) Notify the Purchasing Agent of all conflicts, errors, ambiguities, or discrepancies in
or among the Contract Documents within the designated inquiry period.

Questions Regarding Statement of Work: Any information relative to the interpretation
of the Scope of Work and/or Specifications shall be requested in writing through email to
the Purchasing Agent, no later than close of business on the day of the inquiry deadline.
Questions received after the inquiry deadline may not be answered.

Addenda & Interpretations: An official response to questions, interpretations,
corrections, and changes to this solicitation or extensions to the bid opening/receipt date
shall be made by a written Addendum to the Solicitation by the Purchasing Agent. The
sole authority to authorize addenda shall be vested in the Purchasing Division. Addenda

The Owner is not bound by any
oral representations, clarifications, or changes made in the written specifications by the
Owner unless such clarification or change is provided in written addendum form from the
City Purchasing Division. Offeror(s) must acknowledge receipt of all addenda in its bid.

Taxes: The Owner is exempt from State, County, and Municipal Sales Tax and Federal
Excise Tax, therefore, all fees and costs shall not include taxes.

Sales and Use Taxes: The Firm and all subcontractors are required to obtain exemption
certificates from the Colorado Department of Revenue for sales and use taxes. Bids shall
reflect this method of accounting for sales and use taxes on materials, fixtures, and
equipment.

Offers Binding 60 Days: Unless additional time is required by the Owner, or otherwise
specified, all formal offers submitted shall be binding for sixty (60) calendar days following
the opening date, unless the Offeror, upon request of the Purchasing Agent, agrees to an
extension.

Exceptions and Substitutions: All bid responses meeting the intent of this IFB shall be
considered for award. Offeror(s) taking exception to the specifications does so at the
Offeror’s risk. The Owner reserves the right to accept or reject any or all substitutions or
alternatives. When offering substitutions and/or alternatives, the Offeror must state any
exception(s) in the pertinent section. Exception/substitution, if accepted, must meet, or
exceed the stated intent and/or specifications. The absence of stated exception(s)
indicates the Offeror has not taken exceptions, and if awarded a Contract shall hold the
Offeror responsible to perform in strict accordance with the specifications or scope of the
bid and Contract Documents.

Collusion Clause: Each Offeror, by submitting a bid, certifies that it is not engaged in
any collusive action(s) or activity(ies) that may violate any applicable federal or state
antitrust laws, rules, and/or regulations. Any and all bids shall be rejected if there is
evidence or reasonable belief of collusion among Offerors. The Owner retains the
discretion to accept future bids for the same Work or commodities from participants in
such collusion.

Gratuities: The Firm certifies and agrees that no gratuities or kickbacks were paid in
connection with this Contract, nor were any fees, commissions, gifts, or other
considerations made contingent upon the award of this Contract. If the Firm breaches or
violates this warranty, the Owner may, at its discretion, terminate the Contract without
liability to the Owner.

Disqualification of Offerors: A Bid will not be accepted from, nor shall a Contract be
awarded to, any person, firm, or corporation that is in arrears to the Owner, upon debt or
Contract, or that has defaulted, as surety or otherwise, upon any obligation to the Owner, or
that is deemed irresponsible or unreliable.

Offerors may be required to submit satisfactory evidence that it is responsible, have practical
knowledge of the Project bid upon, and have the necessary financial and other resources to
complete the proposed Work.
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Either of the following reasons, without limitation, shall be considered sufficient to disqualify
an Offeror and Bid:

(@) More than one Bid is submitted for the same Work from an individual, firm, or
corporation under the same or different name; and

(b) Evidence of collusion among Offerors. Any participant in such collusion shall not
receive recognition as an Offeror for any future Work of the Owner until such
participant has been reinstated as a qualified Offeror.

1.23. Public Disclosure Record: If the Offeror knows its employee(s) or subcontractors having
an immediate family relationship with an Owner employee or elected official, the Offeror
must provide the Purchasing Agent with the name(s) of the individuals. The individuals
are required to file a “Public Disclosure Record,” a statement of financial interest, before
conducting business with the Owner.

2.0. General Contract Conditions

The Contract: The IFB, submitted documents, and any negotiations, when properly
accepted by the Owner, shall constitute an enforceable Agreement (Contract) equally
binding between the Owner and Offeror. The Contract represents the entire and
integrated agreement between the Owner and the Firm, collectively the Parties, and
supersedes all prior negotiations, representations, or agreements, either written or oral,
including the Bid documents. The Contract may be amended or modified with a Change
Order or Amendment.

The Work: Includes all labor necessary to perform the Project required by the Contract
Documents, and all materials and equipment incorporated or to be incorporated in such
performance.

Execution, Correlation, Intent, and Interpretations: The Contract Documents shall be
signed by the Owner and Offeror. By executing the Contract, the Offeror represents that
it has familiarized itself with the conditions under which the Work is to be performed and
correlated its observations with the requirements of the Contract Documents. The
Contract Documents are complementary, and what is required by anyone, shall be as
binding as if required by all. The Contract Documents intend to include all labor, materials,
equipment, services, and other items necessary for the proper execution and completion
of the Scope of Work.

Responsibility for those Performing the Work: The Firm shall be responsible to the
Owner for the acts and omissions of all its employees and all other persons performing
any of the Work under the Contract.

Insurance Requirements: The selected Firm agrees to procure and maintain, at its own
cost, policies of insurance sufficient to insure against all liability, claims, demands, and
other obligations assumed by the Firm under the Contract. Such insurance shall be in
addition to any other insurance requirements imposed by the Contract and/or by law. The
Firm shall not be relieved of any liability, claims, demands, or other obligations assumed
under the Contract because it fails to procure or maintain insurance in sufficient amounts,
durations, or types.

The Firm shall procure and maintain and, if applicable, shall cause any subcontractor of
the Firm to procure and maintain insurance coverage listed below. Such coverage shall
be procured and maintained with forms and insurers acceptable to the Owner. All
coverage shall be continuously maintained to cover all liability, claims, demands, and
other obligations assumed by the Firm under the Contract. In the case of any claims-
made policy, the necessary retroactive dates and extended reporting periods shall be
procured to maintain such continuous coverage. Minimum coverage limits shall be as
indicated below unless specified otherwise in the Special Conditions:

(a) Worker Compensation: Vendor shall comply with all State of Colorado Regulations
concerning Workers’ Compensation insurance coverage.

(b) General Liability insurance with minimum combined single limits of:
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ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) each occurrence and
ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) per job aggregate.

The policy shall be applicable to all premises, products and completed operations. The
policy shall include coverage for bodily injury, broad form property damage (including
completed operations), personal injury (including coverage for contractual and employee
acts), blanket contractual, products, and completed operations. The policy shall include
coverage for explosion, collapse, and underground (XCU) hazards. The policy shall
contain a severability of interests provision.

(c) Comprehensive Automobile Liability insurance with minimum combined single limits
for bodily injury and property damage of not less than:

ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) each occurrence and
ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) aggregate

This policy shall provide coverage to protect the Vendor against liability incurred as a
result of the professional services performed as a result of responding to this Solicitation.

With respect to each of Consultant's owned, hired, or non-owned vehicles assigned to
be used in performance of the Work. The policy shall contain a severability of interests
provision.

2.5.1. Additional Insured Endorsement: The policies required by paragraphs (b), and (c)
above shall be endorsed to include the City of Grand Junction, its elected and
appointed Officials, employees, and volunteers as additional insureds. Every
required policy shall be primary insurance, and any insurance carried by the Owner,
its officers, or its employees, or carried by or provided through any insurance pool of
the Owner, shall be excess and not contributory insurance to that provided by the
Firm. The Firm shall be solely responsible for any deductible losses under any policy
required above.

Indemnification: The Firm shall defend, indemnify, and save harmless the Owner, and
all its officers, employees, insurers, and self-insurance pool, from and against all liability,
suits, actions, or other claims of any character, name, and description brought for or on
account of any injuries or damages received or sustained by any person, persons, or
property on account of any negligent act or fault of the Firm, or of any Firm’s agent,
employee, subcontractor or supplier in the execution of, or performance under, any
Contract which may result from bid award. The Firm shall pay any judgment with costs
which may be obtained by and/or against the Owner growing out of or under the
performance.

Miscellaneous Conditions & Material Availability: The Offeror must accept
responsibility for verification of material availability, production schedules, and other
pertinent data before submission of a bid. It is the responsibility of the Offeror to notify the
Owner immediately if the materials specified are discontinued, replaced, or not available
for an extended period.

Time: Time is of the essence concerning the completion of the Project and any other
milestones or deadlines that are part of the Contract. It will be necessary for each Offeror
to satisfy the City of its ability to complete the Work within the Contract Time outlined in
the Contract Documents. The Contract Time is the period allotted in the Contract
Documents for completion of the Work. The date of commencement of the Work is the
date established in a Notice to Proceed. If there is no Notice to Proceed, it shall be the
date of the Contract, or such other date as may be established therein, or as established
as entered on the Bid Form.

Progress & Completion: The Firm will perform the Work as outlined in the Contract
Documents, and carry out the Work diligently with sufficient resources, to achieve the
specified completion dates.

Payment & Completion: The Contract Sum is stated in the Contract and is the total
amount payable by the Owner to the Firm for the performance of the Work under the
Contract Documents. Upon receipt of written notice that the Work is ready for final
inspection and acceptance and upon receipt of payment application, the Owner’s Project
Manager will promptly make such inspection and, when it finds the Work acceptable under
the Contract Documents and the Contract is fully performed, the Owner will make payment
in the manner provided in the Contract Documents.

Changes in the Work: The Owner, without invalidating the Contract, may order changes
in the Work within the general scope of the Contract consisting of additions, deletions, or
other revisions, the Contract sum, and the Contract time being adjusted accordingly. All
such changes in the Work shall be authorized by Change Order and shall be executed
under the applicable conditions of the Contract documents. A Change Order is a written
order to the Firm signed by the Owner issued after the execution of the Contract,
authorizing a change in the Work or an adjustment in the Contract sum or the Contract
time. The Contract sum and the Contract time may be changed only by Change Order.

Claims for Additional Cost or Time: If the Firm wishes to claim an increase in the
Contract sum or an extension in the Contract time, it shall give the Owner written notice
thereof within a reasonable time after the occurrence of the event giving rise to such claim.
This notice shall be given by the Firm before proceeding to execute the Work, except in
an emergency endangering life or property in which case the Firm shall proceed following
the regulations on safety. No such claim shall be valid unless so made. Any change in the
Contract sum or Contract time resulting from such claim shall be authorized by Change
Order.

Minor Changes in the Work: The Owner shall have the authority to order minor changes
in the Work not involving an adjustment in the Contract sum or an extension of the contract
time and not inconsistent with the intent of the Contract Documents.

Correction of Work: The Firm shall promptly correct all Work found by the Owner as
defective or as failing to conform to the Contract Documents. The Firm shall bear all costs
of correcting such rejected Work including the cost of the Owner’s additional Work thereby
made necessary. The Owner shall give such notice promptly after discovery of the
condition. Work shall be corrected to comply with the Contract Documents without cost to
the Owner. If the Owner prefers to accept defective or non-conforming Work, it may do so

instead of requiring its removal and correction, in which case a Change Order will be
issued to reflect an appropriate reduction in the payment or Contract sum, or if the amount
is determined after final payment, it shall be paid by the Firm.

Acceptance Not Waiver: The Owner's acceptance or approval of Work furnished
hereunder shall not in any way relieve the Firm of its responsibility to maintain the high
quality, integrity, and timeliness of its Work. The Owner's approval or acceptance of, or
payment for, any Work shall not be construed as a future waiver of any right(s) under the
Contract, or of any cause of action arising out of performance under this Contract.

Change Order/Amendment: No oral statement of any person shall modify or otherwise
change, or affect the terms, conditions, or specifications stated in the resulting Contract.
Allamendments to the Contract shall be made in writing by the City Contract Administrator.

Assignment: The Firm shall not sell, assign, transfer, or convey the Contract resulting
from this IFB, in whole or in part, without prior written approval from the Owner.

Cancellation of Solicitation: Any solicitation may be canceled by the Owner or any
solicitation response by an Offeror may be rejected in whole or in part when it is in the best
interest of the Owner.

Compliance with Laws: The Offeror must comply with all federal, state, county, and local
laws governing its service and the fulfillment of the Work for and on behalf of the public.
The Offeror hereby warrants that it is qualified to assume the responsibilities and render
the Work described herein and has all requisite corporate authority and professional
licenses in good standing as required by law.

Confidentiality: All information disclosed by the Owner to the Firm for the Work to be
done, or information that comes to the attention of the Firm during the course of performing
such Work, is to be kept strictly confidential.

Conflict of Interest: No public official and/or Owner employee will have interest in the
Contract resulting from this IFB.

Contract Termination: The Contract shall remain in effect until any of the following
occurs: (1) Contract expires; (2) completion of Work; (3) final acceptance of Work or, (4)
for convenience terminated by either party with a written Notice of Cancellation stating
therein the reasons for such cancellation and the effective date of cancellation at least
thirty (30) days past notification.

Employment Discrimination: During the performance of any Work, the Offeror, by
submitting a Bid, agrees to:

Failure to Deliver: In the event of failure of the Firm to perform in accordance with the
Contract Documents, the Owner, after due oral or written notice, may procure the
products/materials from other sources and hold the Firm responsible for any and all costs
resulting in the fulfillment of this solicitation. This remedy shall be in addition to any other
remedies that the Owner may have.

Failure to Enforce: Failure by the Owner at any time to enforce the provisions of the
Contract shall not be construed as a waiver of any such provisions. Such failure to enforce
shall not affect the validity of the Contract or any part thereof or the right of the Owner to
enforce any provision of the Contract Documents at any time under the terms thereof.

Force Majeure: The Firm shall not be held responsible for failure to perform the duties
and responsibilities imposed by the Contract due to legal strikes, fires, riots, rebellions,
and acts of God beyond the control of the Firm unless otherwise specified in the Contract.

Independent Firm: The Firm shall be legally considered an independent firm and neither
the Firm nor its employees shall, under any circumstances, be considered servants or
agents of the Owner. The Owner shall be at no time legally responsible for any negligence
or other wrongdoing by the Firm, its servants, or agents. The Owner shall not withhold
from the Contract payments to the Firm any federal or state unemployment taxes, federal
or state income taxes, Social Security, or any other amounts for benefits to the Firm.
Further, the Owner shall not provide to the Firm any insurance coverage or other benefits,
including Workers' Compensation, normally provided by the Owner for its employees.

Nonconforming Terms and Conditions: A bid response that includes terms and
conditions that do not conform to the terms and conditions of this IFB is subject to rejection
as non-responsive. The Owner reserves the right to permit the Offeror to withdraw
nonconforming terms and conditions from its bid response before a determination by the
Owner of non-responsiveness based on the submission of nonconforming terms and
conditions.

3.0. Statement of Work

NOTE: This Invitation for Bid is to solicit for fixed unit of measure pricing for
different size classes for the City of Grand Junction. Multiple contracts may be
awarded to multiple suppliers for the different services. All suppliers submitting
bid responses acknowledge and agree to maintaining their submitted bid pricing
throughout the contract period.

General: The City of Grand Junction is soliciting competitive bids from qualified and
interested companies for all labor, equipment, and materials required to provide on-call
services for tree planting and / or tree watering within parks, public rights-of-way, and
other public grounds throughout the City of Grand Junction. All dimensions and scope of
work should be verified by Contractors prior to submission of bids.

All tree planting shall follow a combination of the International Society of Arboriculture’s
best management practices and the City of Grand Junction’s tree planting detail
(appendix A) per direction of the City Forester. If trees are not planted in accordance with
these standards and detail or to the reasonable satisfaction of the City Forester and/or
his/her representative, it shall result in the possible termination of contract.

There may be requests to plant in locations where existing trees have been removed and
stumps have not been removed. Stumps may be removed through manual digging or with
use of excavation equipment or stump grinder to allow for tree planting. In these
instances, there will be additional cost charged to the City for the planting of trees.

All tree watering shall be completed by working to saturate the root ball of newly planted
trees or critical root zone of established trees. Watering shall only be performed when
temperatures are 45 degrees or higher. Watering of newly planted trees shall focus on
slowly and deeply saturating the area of the new root ball. Watering of established trees
shall focus on soaking the soil area near the trunk and under the dripline of the tree.
Efforts shall be made to avoid water running off the intended saturation zone. Water rates
for established trees shall be applied at 10 gallons per inch of trunk diameter. For newly
planted trees, 10 gallons of water shall be applied to root ball area of the tree.

Information on work requested shall be managed through shared access to the Forestry
Division’s maintenance management software or a shared spreadsheet providing details
on planting locations or tree watering schedules. Maps shall be provided for more obscure
locations of planting spaces or trees to be watered.

Scope of Work:

3.2.1. Tree Planting on Public Right-Of-Ways, Public Grounds and in Parks

A. The City will provide nursery stock for pick up at Park Operations Facility (2529
High Country Court) or at a local nursery stock provider (within 25 miles of the
Park Operations Facility) and the contractor shall provide services for
transporting and installing trees in designated locations.
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B. Trees shall be laid down, secured, covered, and transported in early morning
hours when daytime temperatures are coolest. Trunks of trees shall be protected
with cardboard or burlap material to prevent damage. The Contractor shall
maintain soil moisture in tree root balls to avoid stress. The Contractor shall be
responsible for the cost of nursery stock if found to be damaged or stressed
beyond recover during transport and/or storage.

C. Trees shall be moved with care taking precaution to avoid damage to root ball,
bark and branches of trees. When in leaf, trees shall be laid down and covered
to avoid wind damage during transport.

D. The contractor shall be responsible for all utility locates prior to any excavation.

E. Planting hole shall be dug to a width of twice the size of tree’s root ball. Effort
shall be made to not over excavate the depth of holes to avoid settling of newly
planted trees. The City Forester may approve reduced hole width if there is
limited space due to hardscape or other conflicts.

F. When stumps need removed for planting, they may be removed through manual
digging or use of excavation equipment or stump grinder. In these instances,
there will be additional cost charged to the City for the planting of trees.

G. Root ball of tree shall be closely inspected prior to planting. Probing and soil
removal may be necessary to ensure trees are not planted too deeply. Trunk
flare will be clearly visible above grade, and first order roots will be just below
natural grade. Trees found to be planted too deeply will need to be addressed
and the ball raised to a proper position.

H. The ball of containerized trees shall be shaved prior to installation to avoid
circling roots.

[. All burlap, twine, and metal cage shall be removed from balled in burlap (B&B)
trees. Bottom of cage and burlap shall be removed prior to setting tree in planting
hole. Once tree is set properly in planting hole, remaining cage, burlap and twine
shall be removed as hole is back filled.

J. Root balls found to be in poor condition (balled in burlap soil falling apart /
containers with excessively thick and large circling roots) shall be reported to the
City Forester prior to planting.

K. The contractor shall be responsible for watering in trees, settling backfill, and
providing 3” of wood mulch covering the planting space tapering to 0” at the trunk
of the tree. Soil within the new planting space shall be fully saturated following
installation.

L. Staking will be required for all balled in burlap (B&B) trees.

. Tree planting spaces will vary and bids rates will be separated as: open ground

areas (grass, mulch, rock, natural earth, etc.), medians, and tree wells in
hardscape sidewalk areas.

. The City shall be responsible for the expense and coordination of traffic control

when traffic control is deemed necessary.

. Care shall be taken when planting to avoid damage to existing irrigation. Any

damage to irrigation or other underground utilities shall be promptly reported to
the City.

When planting spaces have existing drip system emitters, they shall be placed
back over the root ball of the newly planted tree.

The City Forester may ask for newly planted trees to be adjusted if found to be
installed incorrectly.

Tree Watering on Public Right-Of-Ways, Public Grounds and in Parks

The Contractor shall provide water in a manner that saturates the critical root
zone of newly planted or established trees.

The Contractor shall water in a manner that avoids watering running off the
intended saturation zone.

. Watering shall only be performed when temperatures are 45 degrees or higher.

Watering of newly planted trees shall focus on slowly and deeply saturating the
area of the new root ball.

Watering of established trees shall focus on soaking the soil area near the trunk
and under the dripline of the tree.

Water rates for established trees shall be applied at 10 gallons per inch of trunk
diameter.

. For newly planted trees, 10 gallons of water shall be applied to root ball area of

the tree.

Special Conditions & Provisions:

Personnel: All workers assigned by the Firm servicing a City job shall be

adequately and properly trained to perform their work properly and safely.

All personnel shall wear a company-identifying uniform, or clothing with a company
logo clearly visible.

A qualified supervisor or foreman shall be present at the site when work is being
performed. At least one (1) member of the on-site team must be fluent in English and
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able to answer questions or concerns from the City Forester representative and/or
property owners.

The Firm is responsible for supplying equipment and staff capable of completing work
in a safe and efficient manner.

3.4.2 Safety: The Firm shall be responsible for being fully familiar with and
conforming to the requirements and guidelines set forth by the Occupational Safety
and Health Act and any regulations or directives adopted thereby.

3.4.3 Equipment: The Firm's business name and phone number shall be posted in
letters and numbers not less than two (2”) inches in height, on a contrasting
background, on the two (2) sides of ALL vehicles, trailers, self-propelled, drawn, or
towed equipment operated by the Firm for use in any City work. The business name,
address and phone number, or business name and phone number must be visible and
readable from a distance of at least 60 (sixty) feet. Failure to post aforementioned
signage on vehicles and equipment can be grounds for agreement termination.

3.4.4 Barricades and Traffic Control Plans: Adequate barricades, warning devices,
and signage shall be furnished and placed as necessary for the safety of persons and
vehicles along local residential streets. Rules from the Grand Junction Department of
Engineering and Transportation must be followed.

Work along higher volume collector and arterial streets will require submission and
approval of an official traffic control plan, and the Contractor will work with the Cit
Forester to address needed contracted traffic control support from a local certified
traffic control contractor with the cost covered by the City.

3.4.5 Completion Schedule: Tree planting work will need to be completed within
two acceptable periods of time: Spring - March through May and Fall - September
through November. Planting sites shall be provided to the Contractor prior to spring
and fall planting seasons with the Contractor making good progress to complete all
planting needs within the specified period of time.

Trees selected for tree watering will be set up on a one-time application or a recurring
schedule. Trees on a recurring schedule will have as many as 8 visits per month and
as few as 1 visit per month depending on time of year, location, and species.

The Firm is obligated to exercise due diligence in making good progress on the work
and within the specified time period. If the Firm is unable to perform the work within
the timeframe allotted, the contractor is obligated to promptly notify the City Forester
and the work may be re-assigned to another contractor.

3.4.6 Invoicing: Each completed Work Request shall be invoiced separately.

All invoicing shall be submitted no later than fourteen (14) calendar days after the
completion of the Work Request.
