25-DD -- Section "4.3.1 Volumes and Composition"?

" ... Offerors are encouraged to put forward a proposal that easily handles 25,000 - 30,000 TPY on
ones [sic] shift but has the ability to expand through new equipment or shift expansion to reach the
higher volumes."

Answer: The MRF should be able to handle up to 25,000 TPY on one shift (8-10 hrs), but the MRF
should be able to expand over time either through adding equipment or adding shifts to enable it to
reach 40,000 tons per year.

The original solicitation for the project noted above is amended as noted. All other conditions of the
subject remain the same.
