I. Temporarv Easement: The initial term ofGrantee' s use ofthe Temporary Easement (TCE-9) shall be for a 

period oftwelve (12) months. The Temporary Easement will commence at the time the Grantee·s contractor 
enters the temporary easement areas ("Commencement Date"). The temporary easement will terminate the 
sooner of: (i) notice by the Grantee that construction on the temporary easement is complete, (ii) completion 
of the Project, or (iii) twelve (12) months from the notice ("Initial Term .. ). 

In the event that the Project is not completed within the Initial Term, Grantee, or the Grantee through its 
contractor, may give notice to Grantor thirty (30) calendar days prior to the expiration of the Initial Term that 
it is extending the term ofthe Temporary Easement and the Grantor shall be paid $43.00lweek for such 
extended exclusive Temporary Easement term ('·Extended Term"'). 

2. The enclosed exhibit ·'B'. depicts the driveway that will be reconstructed as part ofthe project to improve 
safety at 215 Rice Street, Grand Junction, CO 815 0 I. 

3. Grantee agrees to provide reasonable access to the Grantor's property at all times for ingress and egress. If 
necessary, any full closure ofaccess shall be coordinated between the Grantee and Grantor. 

4. Grantee recognizes that the Easement Property is next to a secure area and that an emergency may arise 
during the life of the temporary construction easement. Grantee will provide a point person for the Mesa 
County Sheriffs Office to contact in case emergency access through the temporary construction is required. 

5. Grantee agrees that any and all work performed on the Easement Property by Grantee and its contractors and 
subcontractors shall be performed with due care using commonly accepted standards and techniques and 
taking precautions for the protection ofthe Easement Property and all persons, personal property and 
improvements located thereon. To the extent allowed by law, additional damages not compensated for or 
identified prior to the start ofoperations, to persons or property located on the Easement Property that are 
related to, or caused directly or indirectly by, the Project, shall be promptly paid for and repaired at the 
expense ofGrantee.

in accordance with applicable laws and regulations, and hereby knowingly waives any right to contest 
such valuation; 

2) Agrees the amount of money and/or compensation I isted above is full consideration for the following 
land, easements, improvements, and damages ofany kind whatsoever; 

3) Will. at the closing. pay all taxes (including prorated taxes for the current vear) and special assessments 
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for the current year; 
4) Shall be responsible for securing releases from all liens, judgments and financial encumbrances to deliver 

clear, unencumbered title to GRANTEE. Any encumbrance required to be paid by GRANTOR shall be 
paid at or before closing from the proceeds ofthe transaction hereby contemplated or from any lawful 
other source; 

5) Will execute and deliver to GRANTEE those documents indicated below; 
6) Acknowledges and agrees that by signing this Agreement, it may be waiving rights, including, but not 

limited to, the right to contest GRANTEE's taking of possession or title to the property by eminent domain. 

The GRANTEE: 
I) Will be entitled to specific performance ofthis agreement upon tender ofthe agreed consideration; 
2) Will be held harmless from any claims against the property or to any interest in the property, except for any 

benefits due under relocation law; 
3) Will make payment after receiving acceptable conveyance instruments from the GRANTOR; 
4) Will take possession and use ofthe parcel(s) when it deposits the consideration, as set forth above, into an 

escrow account for the benefit of the GRANTOR, or when GRANTEE disburses funds to GRANTOR. 
Transfer oftitle to the parcel(s) shall occur upon performance ofany and all terms under this agreement, and 
release of the payment from escrow to the GRANTOR, unless other arrangements are made that follow Title 
III ofthe Uni form Relocation Assistance and Real Propertv Acquisition Act of 1970. as amended: and
