TO HAVE AND TO HOLD unto the said Grantee, its successors, assigns and permittees forever.
together with the right to enter upon said premises with workers and equipment to survey,
maintain, operate, repair, replace, control and use said Easement, and to remove objects interfering
therewith, including the trimming of trees and bushes as may be required to permit the operation
of standard construction and repair machinery, subject to the terms and conditions contained
herein.

The interest conveyed is an Easement for the limited purposes and uses and upon the terms stated
herein. Grantor reserves the right to use and occupy the real property burdened by this Easement
for any lawful purpose which is not inconsistent with and which will not substantially interfere
with the full use and quiet enjoyment of the rights herein granted. Grantor shall not install within
the Easement, or permit the installation within the Easement. of any building, structure,
improvement, retaining wall, sidewalk. patio, tree or other landscaping, other than the usual and
customary grasses and other groundcover, without the prior written consent of Grantee.

(30) calendar days from the date written notice is given by Grantee to Grantor. Grantee may
remove such obstacles without any liability or obligation for repair or replacement thereof, and
charge Grantor for Grantee's costs for such removal. If Grantee chooses not to remove the
obstacles, Grantee shall not be liable for any damage to the obstacles or any other property to
which they are attached.

Grantor hereby covenants with Grantee that Grantor has good title to the herein described
premises; that Grantor has good and lawful right to grant this Easement; that Grantor shall warrant
and forever defend the title and quiet possession thereof against the lawful claims and demands of
all persons whomsoever.
