IMPROVEMENTS A G R E E M E N T 
(Site Plan) 

1. Parties: The parties to this Improvements Agreement ("the Agreement") are 
CUCCHETTI, BALDWIN & CO. ,("the Developer") and THE CITY OF GRAND 

JUNCTION, Colorado ("the City"). 

T H E R E F O R E , for valuable considerat ion, the receipt and adequacy of which is 
acknowledged, the Part ies agree as fol lows: 

2. Effective Date: The Effective Date of the Agreement will be the date that this 
agreement is recorded. 

RECITALS 

The Developer seeks permission to develop property within the City, which property is 
more particularly descr ibed on Exhibit "A" attached and incorporated by this reference 
("the Property"). The City seeks to protect the health, safety and general welfare of the 
community by requiring the complet ion of various improvements and limiting the 
harmful effects of substandard development. The purpose of this Agreement is to 
protect the City from the cost of complet ing improvements itself and is not executed for 
the benefit to materialmen, laborers, or others providing work, serv ices or materials to 
the Developer. The mutual promises, covenants and obligations contained in this 
Agreement are authorized by state law, the Co lorado Constitution and the City 's land 
development ordinances. 

D E V E L O P E R ' S OBLIGATION 

3. Improvements: The Developer will des ign, construct and install, at its own 
expense , those improvements listed on Exhibit " B " attached and incorporated by this 
reference. The Developer agrees to pay the City for inspection services performed by the 
City, in addition to amounts shown on Exhibit B. The Developer 's obligation to complete 
the improvements is and will be independent of any obligations of the City contained 
herein. 

4. Security: To secure the per formance of its obligations under this Agreement 
(except its obligations for warranty under paragraph 6), the Developer will enter into an 
agreement which compl ies with either option identified in paragraph 28, or other written 
agreement between the City and the Developer. 
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5. Standards: The Developer will construct the Improvements according to the 
standards and specif icat ions required by the City Eng ineer or as adopted by the City. 

6. Warranty: The Developer warrants that the Improvements, each and every one of 
them, will be free from defects for a period of twelve (12) months from the date that 
the City Engineer accepts or approves, in writing, the improvements completed by the 
Developer. 

7. Commencement and Completion Periods: The improvements, each and every 
one of them, will be completed within 120 Days from the Effective Date of this 
Agreement (the "Complet ion Period"). 

8. Compliance with Law: The Developer shall comply with all relevant federal, state 
and local laws, ordinances and regulations in effect at the time of site plan/development 
approval when fulfilling its obl igations under this Agreement . 

9. Notice of Defect: The Developer 's Eng ineer shal l provide timely notice to the 
Developer, contractor, issuer of security and the City Engineer whenever inspection 
reveals, or the Developer 's Eng ineer otherwise has knowledge, that an improvement 
does not conform to City standards and any specif ications, or is otherwise defective. The 
Developer will have thirty (30) days from the issuance of such notice to correct the defect. 

10. Acceptance of Improvements: The City 's final acceptance and/or approval of 
improvements will not be given or obtained until Developer presents a document or 
documents, for the benefit of the City, showing that the Developer owns the improvements 
in fee simple and that there are no l iens, encumbrances , or other restrictions on the 
improvements. Approval and/or Accep tance of any improvements does not constitute a 
waiver by the City of any rights it may have on account of any defect in or failure of the 
improvement that is detected or which occurs after the approval and/or acceptance. 

11. Use of Proceeds: The City will use funds deposi ted with it or drawn under the 
bank disbursement agreement entered into between the parties, only for the purpose of 
complet ing the Improvements or correcting defects in or failure of the Improvements. 

12. Events of Default: The following condit ions, occurrences or actions will constitute 
a default by the Developer during the Complet ion Per iod: 

a. Developer 's failure to complete each portion of the Improvements in 
conformance with the agreed upon time schedule ; the City may not declare 
a default until a (14) ca lendar day notice has been given to the Developer; 

b. Developer 's failure to demonstrate reasonable intent to correct defective 
construction of any improvement within the applicable correction period; the 
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City may not declare a default until a (14) calendar day notice has been 
given to the Developer; 

c. Developer 's insolvency, the appointment of a receiver for the Developer or 
the filing of a voluntary or involuntary petition in bankruptcy respecting the 
Developer; in such event the City may immediately declare a default without 
prior notification to the Developer; 

d. Notification to City, by any lender with a lien on the property, of a default on 
an obligation; the City may immediately declare a default without prior 
notification to the Developer; 

e. Initiation of any foreclosure action of any lien or initiation of mechanics lien(s) 
procedure(s) against the Property or a portion of the Property or assignment 
or conveyance of the Property in lieu of foreclosure; the City may 
immediately dec lare a default without prior notification to the Developer. 

13. Measure of Damages: The measure of damages for breach of this Agreement by 
the Developer will be the reasonable cost of satisfactorily complet ing the Improvements 
plus reasonable City administrative expenses. For improvements upon which construction 
has not begun, the est imated costs of the Improvements as shown on Exhibit " B " will be 
prima facia ev idence of the minimum cost of complet ion; however neither that amount or 
the amount of a letter of credit, the subdivision improvements disbursement agreement or 
cash escrow establ ish the max imum amount of the Developer 's liability. 

14. City's Rights Upon Default: W h e n any event of default occurs, the City may draw 
on the letter of credit or cash deposi t to the extent of the face amount of the credit or full 
amount of the deposit, less ninety percent (90%) of the est imated cost (as shown on 
Exhibit B) of all improvements previously accepted by the City, or may exerc ise its rights 
to disbursement of loan proceeds or other funds under the disbursement agreement. The 
City will have the right to complete improvements itself or it may contract with a third party 
for complet ion, and the Developer grants to the City, its successo rs , ass igns, agents, 
contractors and employees , a nonexclus ive right and easement to enter the Property for 
the purposes of construct ing, reconstructing, maintaining and repairing such 
improvements. Alternatively, the City may ass ign the proceeds of the letter of credit, the 
disbursement agreement, cash , or other funds or assets to a subsequent developer (or a 
lender) who has acquired the Development by purchase, foreclosure or otherwise, who will 
then have the same rights of completion as the City if and only if the subsequent developer 
(or lender) agrees in writing to complete the unfinished improvements and provides 
reasonab le security for the obl igation. In addition, the City may also en-join the sale, 
transfer, or conveyance of the Development , until the Improvements are completed or 
accep ted . T h e s e remedies are cumulat ive in nature and are in addition to any other 
remedies the City has at law or in equity. 
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15. Indemnification: The Developer expressly agrees to indemnify and hold the City, 
its officer, employees and ass igns harmless from and against all claims, costs and liabilities 
of every kind and nature, for injury or damage received or sustained by any person or entity 
in connection with, or on account of the performance of work at the Development or on the 
Property pursuant to this Agreement. The Developer further agrees to aid and defend the 
City in the event that the City is named as a defendant in an action concerning the 
performance of work pursuant to this Agreement. The Developer further agrees to aid and 
defend the City in the event that the City is named as a defendant in an action concerning 
the performance of work pursuant to this Agreement except where such suit is brought by 
the Developer against the City. The Developer is not an agent or employee of the City. 

16. No Waiver: No waiver of any provision of this Agreement by the City will be 
deemed to or constitute a waiver of any other provision, nor will it be deemed to or 
constitute a continuing waiver unless expressly provided for by a written amendment to this 
Agreement signed by both City and Developer; nor will the waiver of any default under this 
Agreement be deemed a waiver of any subsequent default or defaults of the same type. 
The City's failure to exercise any right under this Agreement will not constitute the approval 
of any wrongful act by the Developer or the acceptance of any improvement. 

17. Amendment or Modification: The parties to this Agreement may amend or modify 
this Agreement only by written instrument executed on behalf of the City by the City 
Manager or his designee and by the Developer or its authorized officer. Such amendment 
or modification shall be properly notarized before it may be deemed effective. 

18. Attorney's Fees: Shou ld either party be required to resort to litigation to enforce 
the terms of this Agreement , the prevail ing party, plaintiff or defendant, will be entitled to 
costs, including reasonable attorney's fees and expert witness fees, from the opposing 
party. If the court awards relief to both parties, the attorney's fees may be equitably divided 
between the parties by the decis ion maker. 

19. Vested Rights: The City does not warrant by this Agreement that the Developer 
is entitled to any other approval(s) required by the City, if any, before the Developer is 
entitled to commence development or to transfer ownership of property in the 
Development. 

20. Third Party Rights: No person or entity who or which is not a party to this 
Agreement will have any right of action under this Agreement . 

21 . Time: For the purpose of comput ing the Abandonment and Complet ion Per iods, 
and time per iods for City act ion, such t imes in which war, civil d isasters or acts of G o d 
occur or exist will not be included if such t imes prevent the Developer or City from 
performing its obligations under the Agreement . 
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22. Severability: If any part, term or provision of this Agreement is held by a court or 
courts of competent jurisdiction to be il legal or otherwise unenforceable, such illegality or 
unenforceability will not affect the validity of any other part, term or provision, and the rights 
of the parties will be construed as if the part, term or provision was never part of the 
Agreement . 

23. Benefits: The benefits of this Ag reemen t to the Developer are personal and may 
not be assigned without the express written approval of the City. Such approval may not 
be unreasonably withheld, but any unapproved ass ignment is void. Notwithstanding the 
foregoing, the burdens of this Agreement are personal obligations of the Deve loper and 
also will be binding on the heirs, successo rs and ass igns of the Developer and shall be a 
covenant(s) running with the Property. There is no prohibition on the right of the City to 
ass ign its rights under this Agreement . The City will expressly re lease the original 
Developer 's guarantee or obl igations if it accepts new security from any developer or 
lender who obtains the Property. However, no other act of the City will constitute a release 
of the original Developer from this liability under this Agreement .

25. Recordation: Developer will pay for any and all costs to record a copy of this 
Agreement in the Clerk and Recorder 's Off ice of M e s a County, Colorado. 

26. Immunity: Nothing contained in this Agreement constitutes a waiver of the City's 
sovereign immunity under any appl icable state law. 

27. Personal Jurisdiction and Venue: Persona l jurisdiction and venue for any civil 
action commenced by either party to this Agreement , whether arising out of or relating to 
the Agreement , letter of credit, d isbursement agreement, cash deposit or any action to 
col lect security will be deemed to be proper only if such action is commenced in M e s a 
County Colorado. 
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The Developer expressly waives his right to bring such action in, or to remove such action 
to, any other court whether state or federal. 

28. The improvements guarantee required by the City C o d e to ensure that the 
improvements descr ibed in this Improvements Agreement are constructed to City 
standards may be in one of the following forms: 

(I) d isbursement agreement between a bank doing bus iness in M e s a County and 
the City, or 

(II) a good and sufficient letter of credit acceptable to the City, or 

X (III) deposit ing with the City cash equivalent to the estimated cost of construction of the 
improvements. 

(IV) other; see attached. 

The F inance Department of the City may act as disbursing agent for d isbursements to 
Developer 's contractor(s) as required improvements are completed and accepted if agreed 
to in writing pursuant to a d isbursement agreement. 

Exhibit C , attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference as if fully set forth, is 
the City approved and accepted guarantee for this project. 

29. a. Condi t ions of Accep tance : The City shal l have no responsibil ity or liability with 
respect to any street, or any other improvement(s), notwithstanding the use of the 
s a m e by the public, un less the street or other improvements shal l have been 
accepted by the City. 

Pr ior to requesting final accep tance of streets, storm drainage facilities, or other 
required improvements, the Developer shal l furnish to the City Engineer as-built 
drawings in reproducible form, blueline s tamped and sealed by a professional 
eng ineer and copies of results of all construction control tests required by City 
specif icat ions. 

b. If the City allows a street to be constructed in stages, the Developer of the first one-
half street opened for traffic shal l construct the adjacent curb, gutter and sidewalk 
in the prescribed location and shal l construct the required width of pavement from 
the edge of gutter on the side of the street being developed to enable an initial two-
way traffic operation without on-street parking. 

The Developer is a lso responsib le for end-transit ions, intersection paving, drainage 
facilit ies, and adjustments to exist ing utilities and joints necessary to open the street or 
s idewalk to use.

Grand Junction Nursery, Inc. will complete the landscape project for Cucchetti/ 

Baldwin Building located at 800 Belford Ave. by mid-December 1996 except for the 
installation of the sod. Sod cannot be installed this time of year, December, due to the 
impossibility of harvesting sod and also due to the fact that sod must be watered on a 
regular basis after installation. Running water through the sprinkling system in freezing 
weather could result in severe damage to the system. It is therefore our recommendation 
to install the sod at a more appropriate time of the year, early Spring 1997. All grading 
and prep work will be completed by mid-December 1996 in preparation for the sod. Once 
the sod arrives on site in early Spring we estimate one working day to install the sod at 
which time the project will be complete. We anticipate a cost of $3,500.00 to cover the 
cost of the sod and the labor to install it.
