WHEREAS, a u t h o r i t y e x i s t s i n the law and funds have been 

budgeted, a p p r o p r i a t e d and otherwise made a v a i l a b l e and a s u f f i c i e n t 

unencumbered balance t h e r e o f remains a v a i l a b l e f o r pavment i n Fund 

Number 2001, G/L Account Number 52046, C o n t r a c t Encumbrance Number 

30240; and 

WHEREAS, r e q u i r e d a p p r o v a l , c l e a r a n c e and c o o r d i n a t i o n has been 

accomplished from and w i t h a p p r o p r i a t e agencies; and 

WHEREAS, t h i s c o n t r a c t i s executed under a u t h o r i t y o f S e c t i o n s 

29-1-203, 42-4-502, 43-1-106, 43-2-102, 43-2-103, 43-2-135 and 

43-2-144, C.R.S., as amended and an a p p l i c a b l e ordinance or 

r e s o l u t i o n has been d u l y passed and adopted by the c o n t r a c t o r , 

p r o v i d i n g a u t h o r i t y t o the c o n t r a c t o r t o e n t e r i n t o t h i s c o n t r a c t , 

marked E x h i b i t "A", a t t a c h e d h e r e t o and made a p a r t hereof; and 

WHEREAS, S e c t i o n 43-2-135 (i) C.R.S., as amended, r e q u i r e s the 

St a t e t o i n s t a l l , operate, m a i n t a i n and c o n t r o l , at St a t e expense, 

a l l t r a f f i c c o n t r o l d e v i c e s on the s t a t e highway system w i t h i n 

c i t i e s and i n c o r p o r a t e d towns; and

WHEREAS, the S t a t e does not have the necessary equipment and 

manpower t o operate and m a i n t a i n a l l t r a f f i c c o n t r o l d e v i c e s on a l l 

s t a t e highways; and 

WHEREAS, t h e c o n t r a c t o r has adequate f a c i l i t i e s t o operate and 

main t a i n c e r t a i n t r a f f i c c o n t r o l d e v i c e s on s t a t e highways w i t h i n 

i t s j u r i s d i c t i o n ; and 

WHEREAS, the S t a t e and the c o n t r a c t o r have a u t h o r i t y t o 

c o n t r a c t f o r the maintenance o f s t a t e highways w i t h i n the 

j u r i s d i c t i o n o f the c o n t r a c t o r , i n c l u d i n g the o p e r a t i o n and 

maintenance o f t r a f f i c c o n t r o l d e v i c e s ; and 

WHEREAS, the c o n t r a c t o r d e s i r e s t o operate and m a i n t a i n the 

t r a f f i c c o n t r o l d e v i c e s on c e r t a i n s t a t e highways w i t h i n i t s 

j u r i s d i c t i o n p r o v i d e d t h a t the S t a t e pay f o r such o p e r a t i o n and 

maintenance. 

NOW, THEREFORE, i t i s hereby agreed t h a t : 

1. The c o n t r a c t dated February 9, 1989, f o r t h e o p e r a t i o n and 

maintenance o f c e r t a i n s t a t e highway t r a f f i c c o n t r o l 

^""devices by the c o n t r a c t o r i s superseded by t h i s c o n t r a c t . 

2. A l l t h e s p e c i f i c l o c a t i o n ( s ) and type( s ) o f t r a f f i c c o n t r o l 

d e v i c e ( s ) t o be operated and maintained by t h e c o n t r a c t o r 

pursuant t o t h i s c o n t r a c t are d e s c r i b e d i n E x h i b i t B, 

a t t a c h e d h e r e t o and i n c o r p o r a t e d h e r e i n . 

3. The c o n t r a c t o r s h a l l operate and ma i n t a i n the t r a f f i c 

c o n t r o l d e v i c e s at the l o c a t i o n s l i s t e d on E x h i b i t B ("the 

work") i n a manner c o n s i s t e n t w i t h p u b l i c s a f e t y on s t a t e 
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highways w i t h i n i t s j u r i s d i c t i o n a l l i m i t s and i n 

conformance with a p p l i c a b l e p o r t i o n s of the "Manual on 

Uniform T r a f f i c C o n t r o l D e v i c e s " and the "Colorado 

Supplement" t h e r e t o , r e f e r r e d t o c o l l e c t i v e l y as the 

"Manual" and i n c o r p o r a t e d h e r e i n by r e f e r e n c e . The 

c o n t r a c t o r s h a l l p r o v i d e a l l p e r s o n n e l , equipment, and 

o t h e r s e r v i c e s necessary t o perform such o p e r a t i o n and 

maintenance. 

4. The S t a t e may, by w r i t t e n n o t i c e t o the c o n t r a c t o r , d e l e t e 

s p e c i f i c t r a f f i c c o n t r o l d e v i c e s from E x h i b i t B and t h i s 

c o n t r a c t . 

5. The c o n t r a c t o r may propose i n w r i t i n g o t h e r p o t e n t i a l 

s p e c i f i c t r a f f i c c o n t r o l d e v i c e s t o be o p e r a t e d and 

m a i n t a i n e d by the c o n t r a c t o r d u r i n g t h e term o f t h i s 

c o n t r a c t . I f the S t a t e determines i n w r i t i n g t h a t 

o p e r a t i o n and maintenance o f those o t h e r d e v i c e s by the 

c o n t r a c t o r i s a p p r o p r i a t e , and d e s i r a b l e t o the S t a t e , and 

agrees t o add such d e v i c e s t o t h i s c o n t r a c t , then the State 

s h a l l , by w r i t t e n n o t i c e t o the c o n t r a c t o r , add such 

d e v i c e s t o t h i s c o n t r a c t . 

6. The S t a t e s h a l l pay the c o n t r a c t o r f o r t h e s a t i s f a c t o r y 

o p e r a t i o n and maintenance of t r a f f i c c o n t r o l d e v i c e s under 

t h i s c o n t r a c t at the r a t e s d e s c r i b e d i n E x h i b i t C, attached 

h e r e t o and made a p a r t hereof. P r o v i d e d , however, t h a t the 

t o t a l charges t o be p a i d by the S t a t e d u r i n g each f i s c a l 
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year b e g i n n i n g J u l y 1 and ending June 30 o f the f o l l o w i n g 

year s h a l l not exceed a maximum amount o f $64,000.00, 

without the b e n e f i t of a supplemental agreement executed 

p r i o r t o any such excess charges b e i n g i n c u r r e d . 

C o n t r a c t o r b i l l i n g s and St a t e payments f o r each o f the 

t r a f f i c c o n t r o l d e v i c e s l i s t e d i n E x h i b i t B s h a l l be on a 

lump sum b a s i s i n accordance w i t h the r a t e s d e s c r i b e d i n 

E x h i b i t C. The c o n t r a c t o r w i l l b i l l t he S t a t e monthly and 

the S t a t e w i l l pay such b i l l s w i t h i n 60 days. 

The S t a t e r e s e r v e s the r i g h t t o determine the q u a l i t y and 

adequacy o f the work by the c o n t r a c t o r under t h i s c o n t r a c t . 

The S t a t e w i l l n o t i f y the c o n t r a c t o r i n w r i t i n g o f any 

d e f i c i e n c y i n the work. Upon n o t i c e o f any d e f i c i e n c y i n 

the work, e i t h e r by Sta t e , i t s own o b s e r v a t i o n , o r any 

o t h e r means, the c o n t r a c t o r s h a l l t a ke a c t i o n as soon as 

p o s s i b l e but not l a t e r than 24 hours a f t e r such n o t i c e t o 

c o r r e c t the d e f i c i e n c y and t o p r o t e c t t h e s a f e t y o f the 

t r a v e l i n g p u b l i c . In the event the c o n t r a c t o r , f o r any 

reason, does not or cannot c o r r e c t the d e f i c i e n c y w i t h i n 24 

hours, the S t a t e r e s e r v e s the r i g h t t o c o r r e c t t h e 

d e f i c i e n c y and t o deduct the a c t u a l c o s t o f such work from 

subsequent payments t o the c o n t r a c t o r , or t o b i l l the 

c o n t r a c t o r f o r such work. 

The c o n t r a c t o r w i l l m a i n t a i n adequate c o s t r e c o r d s f o r the 

work i n accordance w i t h a c c e p t a b l e a c c o u n t i n g p r a c t i c e s 

t o determine the q u a l i t y and adequacy o f t h e c o n t r o l 



d e v i c e s , both o p e r a t i o n a l l y and m e c h a n i c a l l y , t o perform 

t h e i r i n t e n d e d f u n c t i o n . S a i d r e c o r d s s h a l l be a v a i l a b l e 

f o r review by the St a t e d u r i n g normal working hours d u r i n g 

the c o n t r a c t p e r i o d and f o r 3 years from the date of 

payment t o the c o n t r a c t o r . Upon n o t i c e , and upon mutual 

consent, the p a r t i e s hereto may change t h i s r e c o r d 

requirement.

S t a t e hereby grants p e r m i s s i o n t o the c o n t r a c t o r t o 

m a i n t a i n the t r a f f i c d e v i c e s d e s c r i b e d i n E x h i b i t B as 

r e q u i r e d by the terms o f t h i s c o n t r a c t . 

11. T h i s c o n t r a c t s h a l l be f o r a term o f one yea r . I t s h a l l be 

e f f e c t i v e from the date i t i s s i g n e d and/or approved by a l l 

a u t h o r i z e d c o n t r a c t s i g n a t o r i e s i n accordance w i t h S t a t e 

s t a t u t e s and f i s c a l r u l e s , i n c l u d i n g f i n a l a p p r o v a l by the 

S t a t e C o n t r o l l e r or h i s designee, as ev i d e n c e d by the date 

f i r s t above w r i t t e n . Unless changed by a subsequent 

c o n t r a c t or te r m i n a t e d as p r o v i d e d h e r e i n , t h i s c o n t r a c t 

s h a l l be a u t o m a t i c a l l y renewed each year s u b j e c t t o State 

f i s c a l f u n d i n g limitations... . 
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12. T h i s c o n t r a c t may be t e r m i n a t e d by e i t h e r p a r t y upon 

w r i t t e n n o t i c e sent by r e g i s t e r e d , p r e p a i d m a i l t o the 

o t h e r p a r t y , p r o v i d e d t h a t such t e r m i n a t i o n s h a l l not be 

e f f e c t i v e u n t i l the l a s t day of the month i t i s r e c e i v e d by 

the o t h e r p a r t y . 

13. I f t h e S t a t e or the c o n t r a c t o r d e s i r e s t o change the 

monthly r a t e s f o r o p e r a t i o n and maintenance as shown i n 

E x h i b i t C, or t o change the t o t a l charges f o r o p e r a t i o n and 

maintenance as shown i n paragraph No. 6, a proposed w r i t t e n 

supplemental agreement i n c o r p o r a t i n g such changes should be 

p r o v i d e d t o the other p a r t y f o r c o n s i d e r a t i o n by March 1 

p r i o r t o the J u l y 1 f i s c a l year date t h a t such supplement 

would be e f f e c t i v e . N e i t h e r p a r t y s h a l l be r e q u i r e d t o 

r e n e g o t i a t e or t o supplement t h i s c o n t r a c t .
