“Authority”) as a representative of the City of Grand Junction (“City”).

The Landowner is developing the Propexty.

The Authority and the Landowner, on behalf of all successors and assigns, agree that the health,
safety, and welfare of the residents and the protection and maintenance of water quality require .
that on-site stormivater Best Management Practices be constructed and maintained -on the
Property. The Landowner acknowledges the 521 Drainage Authority has been granted
legal authority by the City to execute this Agreement and perform the activities identified in this
agreement within the jurisdiction of the City,

For the purposes of this Agreement, the following definition shall apply:

BMP — “Best Management Practice;” activities, facilities, designs, measures or .

procedures used to manage stormwater impacts from land development, to protect

and maintain water quality and groundwater recharge and to otherwise meet the

purposes of the Mumicipal Stormwater Pollution Prevention Ordinance, including

but not Jimited to infiltration trenches, seepage pits, filter strips, bioretention, wet

ponds, permeable paving, grassed swales, forested buffers, sand filters and
~ detention basins.

As part of the approval of the development of the property, the Authority will review and
approve a Final Drainage Report which will implement Post-Construction Storm Water
Management BMPs required by the Mesa County/City of Grand Junction Stormwater

Management Manual.
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The purpose of this Agreement is 10 insure the adequate maintenance, operation and repair of the
storm water management facilitics, in perpetuily, by the owners of the property served by these
facilifies.

The Landowner desires to subject and place wpoi the Property the covenants and servitudes set
forth herein which shall run with the Property and be binding on all parties having any right,
title, or interests in the Property or any part thereof, their heirs, personal representatives,
successors and assigns, and shall inure to the benefit of each owner thereof.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing promises, the mutual covenants -
contained hercin and the following terms and conditions, the parties hercto agree as follows:

L.

The BMPs shall be constiucted by the Landowner in accordance with the plans and
specifications shown and describec! in the Final Drainage Report.

The Landowner shall operate and maintain in perpetuity the BMP(s) as shown and described
on the Final Drainage Report in pood working ordei as reasonably determined by the -
Authority and in accordance with the specific maintenance requirements noted on the Final

Drainage Report.

The Landowner shall cause the BMP(s) to be inspected annually by a Qualified Erosion.
Control Specialist to ensure good working order and shall send a report from said mspect!on :
to.the Authority annually, on or before December 3131: of each ycm

The Landowner hereby g ants a perpetual easement to the Authority, its authorized agehts and
employees to enter upon*theProperty, at teasonable times and upon presentation of. proper
identification, to inspect the BMP(s) whenever it deems necessary. The Authority sh'lIl lmke
reasonable efforts to notify the Landowner prior 10 entering the Property. - : oo

*the portion of the Property described on Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporaled herein by this reference
In the event the Landowner fails to operate and maintain the BMP(s) as shown and described

on -the Final Drainage Report in good working order as reasonably determined by the

"Authority, the Authority and the City may enter upon the Property and take action to maintain
" and/or repair and/or reconstruct said BMP(s). It is expressly understood and agreed that the

Authority and the City are under no obligation to maintain or repair said facilities, and in no

" event shall this Agreement be construed to nnpose any such obligation on the Authority-and .

the City.

In the event the Authority and the City, pursuant to this Agreement, performs work of any
nature, or expends any funds in performance of said work for labor, use of equipment,
supplies, materials, and the like, the Landowner shall reimburse the Authority and the City for
all reasonable expenses (direct and indirect) incurred within 10 days of receipt of invoice from
the Authority and the City.

The intent and puarpose of this Agreement is to ensure the proper maintenance of the onsite
BMP(s) by the Landowner. This Agreement shall not be deemed to create or affect any
additional liability of ¢ 'my party for damage alleged to result from or be caused by stormwater

mnoff
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8. The Authority may conduct routine inspections of the BMP(s) to verify their continued
adequate functioning., The Authority may also inspect the BMP(s) in the event of reported or
suspected failure to function adequately. These inspection activities shall not absolve the
Landowner of its obligation to maintain the BMPs in perpetuity or to provide the Authorily

with the required Landowner inspection report.

9. This Agreement shall not be interpreted or deemed to limit the authority, privilege or right of
the Authority and the City pursnant to any duly enacted ordinance of the Authority or the
City, charter provision, statute or any duly granted federal or state water discharge permit.
