forth by the Historic Preservation ordinance and, therefore, is a significant local historic resource
that merits recognition and preservation.

JUNCTION:

That the, the Old St. Mary's Hospital located at 1129 Colorado Avenue is hereby designated
a historic building in the City Register of Historic Sites, Structures and Districts.
