THE POLLING PLACES HEREINAFTER DESIGNATED IN THE CITY OF GRAND
JUNCTION, COLORADO.

The ballots to be used in voting will be
prepared and furnished by the City Clerk to the Judges of
Election, to be by them furnished to the voters. The election
will be held and conducted as nearly as may be as prescribed by
law.

Applications for absentee ballots are available from the
City Clerk, 250 N. 5th Street, Grand Junction, Co. 81501.
Absent voter machines will be provided in the City Clerk’s Office
during normal business hours starting Friday, March 27, 1998
until Friday, April 3, 1998.

Registered voters within the city limits of Grand Junction
are qualified to vote. Registration of voters for the said
election has taken place in the time and manner now provided by
law.

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL THAT AT THE
SAID SPECIAL MUNICIPAL ELECTION ON APRIL 7, 1998, there be
submitted to the electorate the following question:

Shall the City Council be authorized to sell the described real
property, consisting of approximately 2.32 acres (generally
described as that portion of the existing Lilac Park due north of
the Bozarth property, and further generally described as a
rectangle 723 feet wide east to west and 140 feet north to
south), for not less than fair market wvalue, pursuant to a bid
process, the sale proceeds of which shall be used for parks
acquisition or development, to wit:
