Recitals.

The City Council appoints members to various boards, committees and commissions.
Even though the specific work of those boards, committees and commissions is
different, the mission of all is to be supportive of the City. From the perspective of the
citizens that are appointed to those boards, committees and commissions their role
may not always be perfectly clear, especially when the board, committee or
commission may have infrequent contact or direction from the City Council.

In order to clarify the role and responsibility of City appointed board, committee and
commission members, the City Council has determined that those members should
swear or affirm that they will fully, faithfully and lawfully perform the duties of the
board, committee or commission and that they will strive to serve the public and to
protect the health, safety and welfare of the people of the City of Grand Junction.
Each member shall agree in writing, subject to removal from the board, committee or
commission that his or her duty shall be first and foremost to protect and advance the
best interests of the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
GRAND JUNCTION THAT:

The attached oath or affirmation shall be completed by each new City appointed
member of the City boards, committees and commissions.
