Recitals:

An error has been determined on the Future Land Use Map of the Growth
Plan. A request for a Growth Plan Amendment has been submitted in
accordance with the Zoning and Development Code. The applicant has
requested that approximately 0.359 acres, located in the center of Lujan Circle,
shown on the Sunpointe North Subdivision Plat, be changed from the designation
of “Park” to the designation of Residential / Medium Density (4-7.9 du/ac).
