The condensation of the
many City ordinances into a
simple, up-to-date municipal
code was authorized by the
Council in February of 964.
The job was assigned to the
Municipl Code Corporation
for a total cost of $5,500.
Although the ordinances

were compiled and initially
“weeded out” in 1953, a com
plete analysis and streamlining
of them had never been under
taken since the City’s begin
ning in 1881. Such regulations
as those governing cattle drives
through City streets had be
come either out-dated or un
necessary.
Ordinances dealing with

weights and measures, coal and
ice hauling and numerous
health laws concerning meat,

milk and restaurants have been
taken over under state or fed
eral legislation and are no long
er necessary on the City ordi
nance books.
The new code, which will re

ceive Council consideration
early in 1965. wiN be printed
in special binders about the
size of a highschool English
textbook. The covers are remov
able so that changes and 0d-
ditions can he inserted annual
ly in their proper places to keep
the code current.
Copies will be available to

law offices and other interest
ed persons at a cost based on
the actual cost of printing the
codes, The initial cost covers
the annual supplement for
about five years.
