An Ordinance Establishing and
Redsulating the Police

Bo it ordained by the City Council of
the city of Grand Junction:

Sgrerion 1. There gha | be, and hereby
is, established a police departinent for
-\ Grand Junction, which shall consist of

the marshal of Grand Junction and such |
police officers as may be appointed from |
time to time.

|  Swc 3. The mayor shall be the head
| of the police department, and shall have
| the general superintendence thereof;
ser that the several members of tne de-
partment are prompt and faithfai in the
discharge of thair duties, aad, from time
to time, take such measures ¢= he may
deem expedient for the preservation of
the peace and good order, and the en-
forcement of the la s and ordin nees of |
Grond Junction; and heshall have power:
to appoint special pulies aificers, or to fill
any vacancies that may happ o in the
police departimient, until such appoint-
ment can be reported to thecity conneil,
and shall also have puower to temporarily
appoint special police officers on spneial
occasions when an increase in the police
department 18 required for the peace and
good order of the citv.
Sec 4. The maror, aldermen. marshal
and po'ice officers of Granl Junec ion, as
consrervators of tha peace, shall have

power to arreat, or cause to be arrested, -
with or without process, and take be.ore -
the police magistrate, all persons.who .
shail be found ia the uct of violating any !
ordinance of the city, or who may be |
reasonubly ~uspected of having com- |
mitted any crime or misdemeanor or of |
having violated auy ordinance; and shall
have power to detain, or cause the de-
tention of all such persons in custody in
the city jail or other sate place, over
night and over the Sabbath, and until
sych person can be duly examined by, or
tried before the police magistrate.

Skc. 5. The marshal shull be the chisf |
ol polise, and all the police officers shall
se 18 supordination to: him, except in
onses otherwise provided by ordinance.

-8xc. 6. In addition to the duties pre-
scribed by law, it sball be the duty of
the marshal: e %

First—To sae that all lawe and ordi-
dances are enforced; and whenever any
violation thereof shall come to his know-
ledge or be reported to him, he shall
csuse the requisite complaint to be made,
and see that the evidence is procured
for the auccessful prosecution ef the of-
fender or offenders.

Second—He shall be the keeper of the |
jail or ealaboose, and shall receive-and
safoly keep 'any 8nd all persons who may |
have been arrested by any officer of
(3rend Junction.
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- Third—He shall report to the mayor
and board of aidermen, any dereliction
of dutv or ungopor conduct of any po-
lice officer of Grand Junction. -

Fourth—-He shall keep a tull and com-

plete record of all his official acts, and
gartioularly he shall keep a record of the
names of all persons arrested, the cause
of their arrest, the amount of meney or
other property taken from their person
and the disposition of the case. He shall
also keep a record of all persons confined
in the city jail, the term of their con-
finement, the length of time they are en-’
in work for the city, and the
amount ef medical attendance they have
equired.
ifth—He shall make to the city
council at its first regular monthly meet-
ing, in each and every month, a report of
all matters of which he is required to
keep a record.

Sixth—He shall attend all meetings of
the city council, and shall serve all no-
tices of special meetings and execute all
process lawfully directed to him.

Seventh—In case no street commis-
sioner shall be appeinted, or in case of a
vacancy in such office, the marshal shall
be ex-officio street commissioner, and he
shall have all powers and perform all
the duties of such office.

Eighth—He shall perform such other

“ duties as may from time to time be re-
quired by ordinance or order of the city
council.

Sec. 7. It shall be the duty of all po-
lice officers, on or before the first day of
each and every month, to make a full
and complete report of all their official
acts to the marshal or chief of police and
to aid and assist the marshal in the exe-

cution of the duties herein enjoined; |
and they shall have power and authority

to serve and execute warrants and other
process for the apprehension and com-
mitment of persons charged with, or held
for examination or trial, or take in exe-
cution en any judgment for the commis-
sion of any crime or misdemeanor or vio-
lation of any law or ordinance of Grand
~Junetion.

Sgec. 8. It shall be the duty of the
marshal and police officers to see that all
persons liable to pay & city license, take
out their license as provided by the city

rdinances.

% Spe. 9. Any police officer who shall
neglect or refuse to perform any duty re-
uired of him by the ordinances of Grand
:}unction, or who shall, in the discharge
of his official duties be guilty of any
fraud, extortion, oppression, fayqnthm,
partiality, or wilful wrong or injustice,
shall, on conviction, be fined in & sum
not less than ten dollars nor more than
one hundred dollars for ench offense.

Sgc. 10. The warshal and all regular
police officers shall, while upon duty,
wear o star or other badge designating
their respective oflices, and shall be re-
quired to dress at their own expenss, 1n
the uniform prescribed by the city coun-
ulb"l«:(:. 11. No person shall be eligible to
appointment as city murs‘hal or ppllcs
men unlyss he be & qunlltwd.\'nu-r n lL e
oity; nor if he has been discharged or
removed from the police force for caus:.la.

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Sec. 13. Aoy person, co-partuership or
body corporate desiring the services of a
special  policeman in or about his, their
or its property or place of business, upon
agreeing to defray all expenses of the
maimtenance of such special policeman,
miy. upon application to the city coun-
cil, have any suitable person appointed
as such. Such special policeman shall

Sec. 14, Tt shall be the duty of all per-
sons in Grand Junction, when called
upon by any police officer or other mem-
ber of the police department, to prompt-
ly aid and assist him in the execution of
his duties. Any person neglecting or
refusing to give such aid and assistance,
shall on conviction be fined not less than
five nor more than one hundred dollars.

Sec. 15. Every person arrested under
the authority of the city, shall have the
right to be taken immediately before ‘he
police magistrate, if he may be fonnd at
his oflice, and to give bail for his appear-
ance to answer for the offense charged,
in double the amount of the highest
penalty for the offense charged, provided
that in no case shall the penalty in such
bond exceed the sum of three hundred

dollars; provided also, that if the police,
magistrate is not found at his office and
cannot be speedily obtained, the mayor
or marshal may take bail and approve
the' bond until the next session of the
police. court. All persons arrested as
aforesaid, shall be confined in the city
jail until brought before the police mag-
istrate and released according to law,
unlees bail be given as Liereinbefore pro-
vided; Provided, that no person while ia

| 8 state of intoxication, or drunk, shall
be entitled to be admitted to bail under
the provisions of this section.

Bec. 18. No police officer shall ask, de-
mend or accept any compensation or re-
ward from any citizen or othet person
for aervices whilé on duty for the city,
exoept as otherwise provided by ordi-
nance, and any such officer vielating any
of the provisions of this section shall on
conviction be finéd not less tham five
nor more than oné hundred dollars.,
Provided, that this sectien shall net be
comstrued to prohibit such officer from
receiving any reward fer his sérvices in
apprehending any fugitive from justice |
or other like service, which reward has
been publicly advertised ot offered.
