
Ordinance No. 82. 
An ordinance establish in ft a c i ty l ibrary, 

and providing fo r the maintenance, care 
and control of tbe same. 
Bo i t ordained by the oity council of tho j 

ci ty of Grand Junction, state o f Colorado. 
S E C T I O N 1. That there be and hereby is 

established and created a public ubrary^tbo 
same to bo forever owned, contre-r j i l 1and 
managed by tho c U r o f Grand Junct ion and 
ihc- inimbit i iuta thereof as provided by the 

•'ordinances of the ci ty and the general laws 
of the state of Colorado relat ing thereto, 
tbe Bame to be kept for tbe ' free use of the 
inhabitants of Grand Junction, under such 1 
proper rules and regulations as may be 1 

adopted for its management. 
I S E C . 2. F rom and af ter the passage of 
this ordinance nnd the appointment of the 
library committee, as herein provided, the 
clear proceeds of any and a l l fines received 

I by the city or any of its officers, fo r breach 

Ior violation of any penal ordinance of the 
ci ty, and f o r penalties or upon any recog­
nizance, i n c r imina l or quasi-criminal .pro­
ceedings, shall-be exclusively applied to the 
establishment, support and maintenance of 

tj said public library* 
I S E C . 3* I t shall be the duty o f the mayor 

of the city to appoint three competent per­
sons, residents and qualified electors of ; 

Grand Junction, as a l ibrary committee, 
and they shall bold their office fo r the term ! 
of one year, or u n t i l their successors are ap-

.pointed and qualified, provided, that the 
term of office of the committee appointed 
on the passage of this ordinance shall ex­
pire on the second Monday af ter tho next 

I annual election ensuing. 
S E C . 4. Each member of said l ib ra ry 

Committee shall before entering upon the 1 

• d u t i e s of his office give a bond to the ci ty o f 
'Grand Junction i n the penal sum of fire 

a hundred dollars, with good and sufficient 
s^Y^^SSt-' 0 0 0 approved by the mayor of the 

-^n.i"vi"iidiLioned that he w i l l f a i t h f u l l y 
.perform the Duties of his office. 

Sac 5. The members o f said l ibrary 
committee shall ouch serve without pay or 
compensation of any kind dur ing their con­
tinuance T O office, as to n i l nets or duties 
done as members of said committee, and 
the said committee shall have power to sue 
and be sued i n their official capacity Iu tho 
name of the l ibrary committee 0/ the city 
of Grand Junction, i n a l l matters relating 
to said l ibrary or fund or funds belonging 
said public l ibrary. 

Sao. G. Said committee may receive f r o m 
any source any g i f t , donation, endowment 
or bequest in money, books or other prop­
erty, for the use and benefit of said public 

(l ibrary. 
' S E C . 7 . I t shall be the duty of said l ibrary 
"-"inmittco to make a detailed report to tbe 

j ' o u n c l l nt I f wt every six months, 
I gpgac such other timesjss ahaiL be required 
Tfcy tho Bounoil or mayor, showing the 
amount of money or property received and 

jtho amount expended, and for what purpose 
/expended, and such other matters of Inter-
feat and information 'as the city counoil or 
mayor shall f r o m t ime to time desire to 
know. 

G E O . 8. Said l ibrary committee ahall 
f rom time to time mako such rules and r e f ­
utations pertaining to the management 
u! PUUI public library as in their best judg­
ment the needs of aaid l ibrary demand. 
They shall select f rom their number a chair 
man and a secretary-treasurer, which o f f i - j

j eers snail bold their offices during the pleas-
l u r e of the said library committee. Tha*'. 
[•shall, when necessary, appoint a l ib ra r i an ' 

Iwho shall hold office during the pleasure oi 1 

the committee, and said committee a ball 
fix his salary subject to the approval o f the 
city council. 

S E O . 0. I t shall be tha duty of the presL 
dent of said library committee to have a 
general superintendence of the l ibrary and 
property belonging thereto and to preside 
at tbe meetings of the committee. 

Sao. 10. I t shall be the duty of the aee-
retary-treasurer to keep a record of tbe pro-
ooedlnga of the coimnittco, and of the prop­
erty owned by nnd belonging to tho public 
library of Grand Junction, and of all monies 
DOmlng Into their hands an suoh committee; 
and of all monies paid out and tbo purposes Q 
thereof, which said records shall he kept In P 
books provided by tho oity and said books ' 
•hall be open to tbe Inspection of men mem- I ' 
bnror thu committee nml of tha oity ooun-
HI. a ml tbe tiald sccreinry-tronitiirar shall per. 
jeroi suflh other dm Ice as may be required 
by the ootnmttieo. 

Prom mid lift I T the passage of 
this unit nanus I t Rhull. ho tlm duly of tho 
polios magistrate of the oity, nnd n i l officer* 
late whose hands any suoh funds ebnlleuiue, 
1° Pay "to the sec rotary-I ronniiivr uf iW 
committer tif public library the alaar Pro-
oaeds or all lines or noualtlca or inoulca ro­
od red on recognisances, for tho nan ami 
bausDt of said public library.
