Grand Junction, Colorado, January 5, 1915.

The City Council of the City of Grand Junction convened in regular
session at four o'clock p. m., in the City Hall, with Mayor
Cherrington in the chair.

The following Commissioners, wupon call of roll, responded as
present: Cherrington, Vorbeck, Rankin, Holmburg. Absent:
Commissioner Carson.

City Attorney Tupper was present.

The minutes of the regular meeting of December 29th and adjourned
session of December 31st, 1914, were read and approved.

N. A. Glasco and others appeared before the Council and presented
the petition of Charles Quist and others, asking the Council to
pass an ordinance in relation to street traffic.

The Mayor appointed Commissioners Rankin and Holmburg to confer
with a committee of the petitioners to draw up an ordinance in
relation to the matter.

Moved by Commissioner Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner Rankin,
that the property at 1625 North Seventh street be rated for water
as only 7 rooms while only seven rooms are occupied. The motion
carried, and it was so ordered.

The annual report of the Chief of the Fire Department was
presented and read. The report having been approved by the MAyor,
the same was, on motion of Commissioner Holmburg, seconded by
Commissioner Rankin, accepted and ordered placed on file.

The quarterly report of the City Health Officer was presented and
read, and on motion of Commissioner Holmburg, seconded by
Commissioner Rankin, the same was accepted and ordered placed on
file.

The quarterly report of the City Clerk and Auditor was presented
and read. On motion of Commissioner Rankin, seconded by
Commissioner Holmburg, the report was referred to the Commissioner
of Finance and Supplies.

The quarterly report of the Commissioner of Health and Civic
Beauty was presented and read. The report was, on motion of
Commissioner Holmburg, seconded by Commissioner Vorbeck, referred
to the Commissioner of Finance and Supplies.

The motion being put, upon call of roll, the Commissioners voted
as follows: Cherrington, yea; Vorbeck, yea; Rankin, yea; Holmburg,
yea.

All the Commissioners present having voted yea, the Mayor declared
the motion carried and the bills allowed.

Moved by Commissioner Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner Rankin,
that the City continue to pay the bill of $12.50 per month for
rent of public rest room, provided the County of Mesa pay the
other half for rent of same.

The motion being put, each Commissioner as his name was called,
voted as follows: Cherrington, vyea; Vorbeck, vyea; Rankin, vyea;
Holmburg, yea.

All the Commissioners present having voted yea, the motion was
declared carried.

The matter of the designation of the city official newspaper being
brought to the attention of the Council, it was moved by
Commissioner Holmburg, seconded by Commissioner Rankin, that The
Daily Sentinel be designated as the city official paper from this
date to July 1st, 1915.

The motion being put, upon call of roll, the Commissioners voted
as follows: Cherrington, yea; Vorbeck, yea; Rankin, yea; Holmburg,
yea.

All the Commissioners present having voted vyea, the motion was
declared carried.

On motion of Commissioner Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner
Holmburg, the Council adjourned.
