Blackstone, that the Ross Hardware & Supply Co. be refunded $2.50
on fee paid for Yearly plumbing lisence, the said firm having
discontinued the business of plumbing.

The motion being put, each Commissioner, as his name was called,
voted as follows: Vorbeck, yea; Blackstone, yea; Holmburg, yea.

All the Commissioners present having voted yea, the motion was
declared carried.

The report of the City Weigher having been examined and approved
by the Mayor, the same was on motion of Commissioner Holmburg,
seconded by Commissioner Blackstone, accepted and ordered placed
on file.

The quarterly report of the Public Librarian was submitted and
read, and on motion of Commissioner Holmburg, seconded by
Commissioner Blackstone, the report accepted and ordered placed
on file.

The quarterly reports of the Commissioner of Public Affairs and
the Judge of the Municipal Court were submitted and read. On
motion of Commissioner Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner
Blackstone, the reports were referred to the Auditor.

The quarterly report of the Commissioner of Health and Civic
Beauty was submitted and read, and on motion of Commissioner
Holmburg, seconded by Commissioner Blackstone, the report was
referred to the Commissioner of Finance and Supplies.

The motion being put, upon call of roll, the Commissioners wvoted
as follows: Vorbeck, yea; Blackstone, yea; Holmburg, yea.

All the Commissioners having voted yea, the motion was declared
carried.

On motion of Commissioner Holmburg, seconded by Commissioner
Blackstone, the Council adjourned.
