
 

Grand Junction, Colorado 

 July 31, 1917 

 

 

The City Council of the City of Grand Junction convened in regular 

session at four o'clock p. m., in the City Hall, with Mayor 

Cherrington in the chair. 

 

Upon call of roll, the following Commissioners responded as 

present: Cherrington, Rankin, Vorbeck, Blackstone, Holmburg. 

 

The minutes of the regular meeting of July 24th were read and 

approved. 

 

Moved by Commissioner Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner Rankin, 

that the Grand Junction Band be employed to give concerts at 

Whitman Park on the first and third Sundays of August. 

 

The motion being put, upon call of roll, the Commissioners voted 

as follows: Cherrington, yea; Rankin, yea; Vorbeck, yea; 

Blackstone, yea; Holmburg, yea. 

 

All the Commissioners having voted yea, the motion was declared 

carried. 

 

Moved by Commissioner Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner Rankin, 

that the matter of the claim of Amy E. Puyear for alleged injuries 

on sidewalk be referred to the Mayor and City Attorney and that 

they be authorized to settle with her for not to exceed $50.00 and 

expenses. 

 

The motion being put, upon call of roll, the Commissioners voted 

as follows: Cherrington, no; Rankin, no; Vorbeck, yea; Blackstone, 

no; Holmburg, no. 

 

A majority of the Commissioners having voted no, the motion was 

declared lost. 

 

A communication from the Industrial Commission of the State of 

Colorado in reference to the Workmen's Compensation law, was read 

by the Clerk. 

 

The quarterly report of the Commissioner of Health and Civic 

Beauty was submitted and read, and on motion of Commissioner 

Holmburg, seconded by Commissioner Rankin, the report was referred 

to the Commissioner of Finance and Supplies.
