January 22, 1918. 
 
The City Council of the City of Grand Junction convened in regular session at 

four o'clock p. m., in the City Hall, with Mayor Cherrington in the chair. 
 
The following Commissioners, upon call of roll, responded as present: 

Cherrington, Vorbeck, Blackstone, Holmburg. Absent: Commissioner Vedder. 
 
City Attorney Tupper was present. 

 
The minutes of the regular meeting of January 15 and special meeting of January 
19 were read and approved. 

 
J. A. Dixon having made application for renewal of license as plumber and his 
bond having been examined and approved by the City Attorney, it was moved by 

Commissioner Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner Blackstone, that the license be 

granted and the bond accepted and filed. 
 

The motion carried. 
 
The bond of J. Goodman as pawnbroker having been examined and approved by the 

City Attorney, it was moved by Commissioner Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner 
Blackstone, that the bond be accepted and placed on file. 
 

The motion carried. 
 
The annual reports of the Commissioner of Finance and Supplies and the 

Commissioner of Highways were submitted and read, and on motion of Commissioner 
Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner Blackstone, the reports were referred to the 
Auditor. 

 
The annual report of the Commissioner of Health and Civic Beauty was submitted 
and read, and on motion of Commissioner Holmburg, seconded by Commissioner 

Blackstone, the same was referred to the Commissioner of Finance and Supplies. 
 
The following resolution was introduced and read: 

 
RESOLUTION. 

 

WHEREAS, the Mayor has recommended the placing of are lights at certain places 
in the city, be it 
 

RESOLVED, that are lights be and hereby are ordered placed at the following 
points, with candle power as indicated: 
 

First and Teller, 250 c. p. 
Second and Hill, 250 c. p. 
Eight and Third Ave., 250 c. p. 

Twelfth and North ave., 250 c. p. 

West White and West ave., 250 c. p. 
Grand and Thirteenth, 250 c. p. 

Hill and Eigth., 250 c. p. 
 
Moved by Commissioner Holmburg, seconded by Commissioner Blackstone, that the 

resolution as read be passed and adopted. 
 
The motion being put, upon call of roll, the Commissioners voted as follows: 

Cherrington, yea; Vorbeck, yea; Blackstone, yea; Holmburg, yea. All the 
Commissioners present having voted yea, the motion was declared carried. 
 

On motion of Commissioner Blackstone, seconded by Commissioner Vorbeck, the 
Council adjourned.
