In reference to the claim of R. Pemberthy for damages sustained on account of
backing up of sewer, Commissioner Vedder recommended that Mr. Pemberthy be paid
$7.50 for damages.

Moved by Commissioner Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner Vedder, that the
recommendations of the Commissioner of Water and Sewers be concurred in by the

Council, and that $7.50 be paid to Mr. Pemberthy for damages sustained.
