the said yards be used from the tank.

Cherrington, yea; Vedder, yea; Vorbeck, yea; Blackstone, yea; Holmburg, yea.

All the Commissioners having voted yea, the motion was declared carried.

On motion of Commissioner Vedder, seconded by Commissioner Holmburg, the Council
adjourned.
