Moved by Commissioner Vorbeck, seconded by Commissioner Garber,
that the Clerk be instructed to notify the Grand Junction Town
and Development Co. that the receipts for water rentals on the
mains laid on Ute avenue under agreement with said company in
1909 have not yet amounted to 6 per cent. per annum of the amount
advanced by the company under the said agreement.

The quarterly reports of the Commissioner of Public Affairs and
the Judge of the Municipal Court were submitted and read and
referred to the Auditor.

The quarterly report of the City Health Officer was submitted and
read and accepted and ordered filed.

The Annual City Estimate was submitted by the Commissioner of
Finance and Supplies and read by the Clerk.
