Quarterly Report of the Judge of the Municipal Court.

The motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Holmburg, seconded Dby Commissioner
Blackstone, that during the months of June, July and August the
City offices be closed at 12 o'clock noon on every Saturday.

The motion carried.

Mr. Adams of the Daily News appeared before the Council and asked
that the order to remove the flag pole at the intersection of

Main and Seventh streets be rescinded.

The matter was discussed by the Commissioners, but no action was
taken.

On motion of Commissioner Blackstone, seconded by Commissioner
Holmburg, the Council adjourned.
