The report of the City Weigher for the month of September having been examined 

and approved by the Mayor, the same was on motion of Commissioner Holmburg, 

seconded by Commissioner Vedder, accepted and ordered placed on file.

Library be closed for a period of ten days, or to and including Friday, October 

18, 1918, or longer if deemed necessary.
