Grand Junction, Colorado, that the bid of OLSON & PENNOCK of
Denver, Colorado, in the sum of Sixty-two Thousand Three Hundred
Forty-seven Dollars ($62,347.00), being the lowest bid submitted,
be and the same is hereby approved and accepted and the President
of the City Council of the City of Grand Junction, Colorado, be
and he is hereby authorized and empowered to execute the necessary
Contract Documents for the erection of the said Library Building
at Grand Junction, Colorado, with the said OLSON & PENNOCK of
Denver, Colorado, for the total amount of said bid of $62,347.00."

It was moved by Councilman Holcombe and seconded by Councilman
Groves that the resolution be passed and adopted as read. Roll was
called on the motion with the following result. Councilmen voting
AYE: Ross, Holcombe, Groves, Boston, Carson, Oates, and Enstrom,
Councilmen voting NO. None. All of the Councilmen voting AYE, the
President declared the motion carried.

Councilmen voting NO - None. All of the Councilmen voting AYE, the
President declared the motion carried.

Bids were also received on 2 valves, 4000# of lead and 150# of
jute as follows:

It was moved by Councilman Holcombe and seconded by Councilman

President declared the motion carried.
