It was moved Dby Councilman Carson and Seconded by Councilman
Boston that the City Treasurer be instructed to sell $21,500.00
Paving & Sidewalk District No. 42 Dbonds and $7,500.00 Paving
District No. 41 bonds for par value, at 6% interest. Roll was
called on the motion with the following result: Councilmen voting
AYE - Ross, Holcombe, Groves, Boston, Carson, Oates, and Enstrom.



Councilmen voting NO - None. All of the Councilmen voting AYE, the
President declared the motion carried.

Mr. Hinman, City Attorney, reported on developments in the Watson
case.

It was moved by Councilman Holcombe and seconded by Councilman
Groves that the meeting adjourn. Motion carried.
