Councilman Campbell then moved and Councilman Ross seconded
the motion that the proposed ordinance be called up for final
passage.

The ordinance entitled, "AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO BROWN
ADDITION TO THE CITY OF GRAND JUNCTION", was then read. It was
moved by Councilman Ross and seconded by Councilman Luebbert that
the ordinance be passed and adopted, numbered 607 and published.
Roll was called on the motion with all members of the Council
present voting AYE. The President declared the motion carried.

It was moved by Councilman Campbell and seconded by
Councilman Ross that the meeting adjourn and convene in regular
session. Motion carried.
