Councilmen voting NO - Ross. A majority of the Councilmen wvoting
AYE, the President declared the motion carried.

The balance of the meeting was devoted to the 1942 budget.

It was moved by Councilman Ross and seconded by Councilman
Carson that the 1942 budget be approved and adopted with the minor
changes as agreed upon, as submitted. Roll was called on the
motion with all members of the Council voting AYE. The President
declared the motion carried.

It was moved by Councilman Ross and duly seconded that the
meeting adjourn. Motion carried.
