The City Council of the City of Grand Junction, Colorado met
in regular adjourned session at 7:30 o'clock P. M. to consider the
1949 Dbudget.

It was moved by Councilman Carson and seconded by Councilman
Harris that the budget as proposed by City Manager Moore be
approved and adopted. Roll was called on the motion with all
members of the Council wvoting AYE. The President declared the
motion carried. The Clerk was instructed to certify the levy to
Mesa County officials.

It was moved by Councilman Carson and seconded by Councilman
Hoisington that the meeting adjourn. Motion carried.
