LIQUOR LICENSE HEARING Continued to 12-22-59 Joe King dba Oasis
Grill, 350 North Ave.

This date was set for hearing on the application of Joe King, Jr.
for a restaurant ligquor license for the Oasis Grill at 350 North
Avenue. Mr. King presented a petition signed by quite a large
number of people in favor of granting the license.

Mr. Abbott E. Fay, 330 Belford, was present and stated that a
petition had been mailed 1in protesting the issuance of this
license. This petition had not been received. It was moved by
Councilman Colescott and seconded by Councilman Strnad that this
hearing be continued until December 22nd at which time the other
petition will, no doubt, be available. Motion carried.

LIQUOR LICENSE GRANTED Lawrence & Mary Hayden dba Royal Grill,
209 Colo. Ave.

The application of Mary and Lawrence Hayden for a restaurant
liquor license for the Royal Grill at 209 Colorado Ave. had been
advertised for hearing on this date. Mrs. Hayden has had a
license at this address for sometime and is asking that her
husband's name be put on the license. It was moved by Councilman
Strnad and seconded by Councilman Colescott that the application
of Mary and Lawrence Hayden be approved and license issued when
their state license has been received. Motion carried.

PAY POLICE $50 EXTRA for overtime in 1959 Resol.




The matter of paying the policemen $50 each for overtime work
during the past year was brought up and discussed. It was brought
out that due to the fact that the Department has been short four
men because of resignation of three men and the death of one, and
it had been impossible to get replacements, the members of the
Police Dept. had been required to work considerably more overtime
than is usually required. This idea had been brought up by Mr.
Cheever and Chief Johnson without the knowledge of the members of
the Department. The Council members stressed the fact that this
was not a policy to be followed in the future, and that they were
sure all other departments understood the reason for the request.
The following Resolution was presented and read:
