Background Information: 
The City and Mesa County own, operate and deliver sewer service within the urban 
area, currently bounded on the North by I-70 and on the South by Highway 50, on the 
west by 20 ½ Road, and on the east by 31 ¼ Road. 
 
There are growth opportunities/pressures in the Grand Valley, outside of this area, that 
need to be addressed. These areas are Whitewater, Central Orchard Mesa and areas 
north of I-70. 
 
The City Council and Mesa County are the proper entities to address these issues. In 
fact, the City is undertaking a comprehensive planning process that will offer 
recommendations relative to growth and development. 
 
The City and the County have an intergovernmental agreement (“Persigo Agreement”) 
that addresses urban growth issues.  This agreement is nine years old.   
 



 

  

The City believes that, by combining the strengths of the City and the County, the 
strongest assets of the Valley can be brought to bear on the issues of growth 
management. 

 
The first step is the re-examination of common goals with Mesa County and others for 
guiding growth. 

 
With a common vision, the City and the County can craft policies that ensure future 
quality development.  

 
The City is committed to making timely progress on these issues and is committed to 
meet near and longer term deadlines.  These discussions will be integrated into the 
City’s comprehensive planning process.
