FOLLOW-UP ON KENT, ALLEN and McCLINTOCK PLOTS: Kristen provided a
memo that had been sent to Kathy Portner, Neighborhood Services Manager, to request a
2008 budget line item of $500 to match a Colorado Historical Society (CHS) grant
application for a restoration feasibility assessment for the plots. If the budget is
approved, the Historic Preservation Board could begin work on the grant application.
Assessment grant applications may be submitted to CHS at any time.

INFORMATIONAL LETTER TO 7" STREET HISTORIC DISTRICT
PROPERTY OWNERS: Kathy Jordan suggested that the Board be more proactive with
preservation educational materials for owners of historic property owners. She suggested
a start would be to send a letter with some sources of information to new and/or existing
residents in the 7" Street Historic District.

The Board discussed creating a broader educational program that could assist all owners
of historic properties. Many ideas were suggested, some of which were assigned to
Board members to further research and outline for discussion at a future Board meeting.

Patti stated that the DDA Board should have
some briefings and will update the Historic Board at a future meeting.
