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INTRODUCTION 

This document contains the 1986 Budget and the 1986 portion 

of the F i v e Year C a p i t a l Improvement Program as adopted by the 

C i t y C o u n c i l of Grand J u n c t i o n . 

F i s c a l year 1986 i s another t i g h t year for the C i t y as 

revenues have continued to d e c l i n e . T o t a l revenues a v a i l a b l e for 

the year are estimated to be down by 9% and t o t a l expenditures 

w i l l be 72 below the 1985 l e v e l . 

Severe b e l t - t i g h t e n i n g was nec e s s a r y to balance the 1986 

budget and to o f f s e t the a n t i c i p a t e d l o s s of approximately 

$800,000 i n general revenue s h a r i n g money i n 1987. Budget 

reductions are being made i n p r a c t i c a l l y every area i n c l u d i n g the 

e l i m i n a t i o n of f i f t y - f i v e f u l l time p o s i t i o n s . 

While c o s t s and personnel are being reduced, the general 

l e v e l of s e r v i c e s w i l l be maintained. The property tax ra t e for 

1986 i s held constant at the 1985 l e v e l of 8 m i l l s .

I . INTRODUCTION 
The C i t y of Grand J u n c t i o n has c a p i t a l spending needs and wants which 

g r e a t l y exceed our c u r r e n t a b i l i t y t o pay. T h i s proposed c a p i t a l improvement 
program s t r i v e s t o b a l a n c e c a p i t a l needs wi t h our f i n a n c i a l c o n s t r a i n t s . The 
department head budget team has reviewed and p r i o r i t i z e d c a p i t a l r e q u e s t s t o 
ba l a n c e them w i t h funding r e a l i t i e s . 

The c a p i t a l improvement program ( C I P ) i s a pla n o u t l i n i n g major c a p i t a l 
e x p e n d i t u r e s over s e v e r a l y e a r s . A c a p i t a l e x p e n d i t u r e i s d e f i n e d as an 
e x p e n d i t u r e of at l e a s t $10,000 f o r any p h y s i c a l f a c i l i t y ( i n c l u d i n g l a n d , 
s t r u c t u r e s , equipment) which has an expected l i f e of at l e a s t 15 y e a r s . The 
CIP i d e n t i f i e s the major p h y s i c a l and i n f r a s t r u c t u r e needs o f the C i t y . The 
CIP i s a t o o l t o guide c a p i t a l spending. I t i s intended to p r o t e c t and 
enhance the C i t y ' s i n f r a s t r u c t u r e . I t h e l p s a s s u r e t h a t C i t y funds a r e 
t h o u g h t f u l l y s p e n t . 

The CIP f o r c e s us to look at the f u t u r e . I t h e l p s a n t i c i p a t e and plan 
f o r f u t u r e needs. I t helps p r o t e c t our s u b s t a n t i a l investments i n p h y s i c a l 
p l a n t and i n f r a s t r u c t u r e . I t helps temper c a p i t a l needs wi t h f i n a n c i a l 
c a p a c i t y . I t helps i d e n t i f y the impact of c a p i t a l spending upon o p e r a t i n g 
budgets. 

T h i s plan i s a s t a r t i n g p o i n t used to focus our a t t e n t i o n on s p e c i f i c 
needs and c o n c e r n s . I t does not purport t o be complete. S t r e e t , water and 
sewer c a p i t a l p l a n s beyond 1986 a r e s t i l l being prepared. Other o p e r a t i n g 
departments a r e reexamining t h e i r c a p i t a l p r i o r i t i e s i n l i g h t of t h e 
economic downturn. Annexation p l a n s under c o n s i d e r a t i o n w i l l a f f e c t c a p i t a l 
p r i o r i t i e s . S p e c i f i c p r o j e c t s t o improve telephone and d a t a p r o c e s s i n g 
s e r v i c e s are too e a r l y in the p l a n n i n g s t a g e s t o provide c o s t e s t i m a t e s . 
These w i l l be i n c o r p o r a t e d i n t o next y e a r ' s e d i t i o n of the CIP. 





During d i f f i c u l t times i t i s tempting to f a v o r the annual o p e r a t i n g 
budget at the expense of the c a p i t a l improvement program. However, i n o r d e r 
to m a i n t a i n the p h y s i c a l p l a n t , p r o t e c t the C i t y ' s a s s e t s , and work toward 
community needs, t h e r e must be adequate c a p i t a l funding l e v e l s each y e a r . 
T h i s c a p i t a l improvement program i d e n t i f i e s s p e c i f i c funding s o u r c e s f o r 
1986 and probable s o u r c e s f o r f u t u r e y e a r s . The downturn in the economy i n 
r e c e n t y e a r s has somewhat a l t e r e d our c a p i t a l spending approach. The 
approach presented here p r o v i d e s a l e v e l which funds needed c a p i t a l p r o j e c t s 
y e t p r o t e c t s c a p i t a l r e s o u r c e s f o r f u t u r e y e a r s . 

The c a p i t a l funding p h i l o s o p h y f o r the major funds i n the C i t y i s t o 
make o p e r a t i n g revenues cover o p e r a t i n g expenses and use a p o r t i o n of the 
fund b a l a n c e f o r c a p i t a l o u t l a y s . Each major fund has a s u b s t a n t i a l 
c a r r y o v e r or fund b a l a n c e . T h i s i s l i k e a s a v i n g s account or r e s e r v e which 
has b u i l t up over the y e a r s . 

The concept o f c a p i t a l funding used here i s to husband t h e s e s a v i n g s and 
a s s u r e t h e i r w i s e use. The r e s e r v e d p o r t i o n s of each fund b a l a n c e ( e . g . 
bond r e s e r v e ) are deducted. An amount equal to 15% of the fund's annual 
o p e r a t i n g budget i s a l s o deducted. T h i s s e r v e s as a c u s h i o n f o r c a s h f l o w 
and unforeseen e v e n t s . The remaining fund b a l a n c e can then be used f o r 
c a p i t a l e x p e n d i t u r e s . 

The p r e s e n t economy w a r r a n t s a c a u t i o u s approach to c a p i t a l spending. 
Thus the remaining fund b a l a n c e s are spread over t h r e e y e a r s l e a v i n g 
approximately o n e - t h i r d of the b a l a n c e s a v a i l a b l e f o r p r o j e c t s i n 1986. 
T h i s same approach w i l l be used f o r c a p i t a l funding i n f u t u r e y e a r s . I t 
w i l l ensure a v a i l a b i l i t y of c a p i t a l funds d u r i n g t h i s economic downturn. 
When the economy and our revenues r e c o v e r , the c a p i t a l f u n d i n g plan can be 
a d j u s t e d a c c o r d i n g l y . 





F. WATER FUND 
The beginning b a l a n c e f o r 1986 w i l l be $1,434,770. Four p r o j e c t s 

a r e scheduled w i t h a t o t a l c o s t o f $242,600. These i n c l u d e the South 
Seventh S t r e e t w a t e r l i n e replacement, the c h l o r i n e s t o r a g e and feed 
b u i l d i n g a t the Water Treatment P l a n t , e n g i n e e r i n g f o r the Purdy Mesa 
R e s e r v o i r s p i l l w a y p r o j e c t and t h e f i r e hydrant replacement p r o j e c t . 

G. LINCOLN PARK POOL FUND 
T h i s fund i n c l u d e s the proceeds from the bond s a l e f o r the r e p l a c e ­

ment of the L i n c o l n Park P o o l . In 1986 the new pool w i l l be completed 
at an e s t i m a t e d c o s t of $1,500,000 wi t h approximately $166,866 of t h i s 
t o t a l being spent i n 1985. 

H. TWO RIVERS PLAZA FUND AND CEMETERY FUND 
These two funds w i l l each have a zero fund b a l a n c e a t the beginning 

of 1986. T h i s o c c u r s because o p e r a t i n g revenues do not cover o p e r a t i n g 
expenses each y e a r . However, t h e s e p r o j e c t s t o t a l i n g $54,000 are sc h e d ­
uled f o r t h e s e funds i n 1986. Money f o r th e s e p r o j e c t s w i l l be t r a n s ­
f e r r e d from the General Fund. These t h r e e p r o j e c t s i n c l u d e replacement 
of the lower roof a t Two R i v e r s P l a z a , replacement and upgrade of p a r k i n g 
l o t l i g h t i n g a t Two R i v e r s P l a z a and a s p h a l t road o v e r l a y a t Masonic, 
Orchard Mesa, and C a l v a r y c e m e t e r i e s . 





[. SEWER FUND 
The beginning fund b a l a n c e f o r 1986 w i l l be $3,809,434. Three p r o j ­

e c t s a r e scheduled f o r 1986 with a t o t a l c o s t of $572,805. These p r o j e c t s 
i n c l u d e a sewer flow m o n i t o r i n g system, the F i r s t S t r e e t and R i v e r Road 
sewer i n t e r c e p t o r , and the F i f t e e n t h S t r e e t sewer i n t e r c e p t o r . 

3. EQUIPMENT FUND 
The 1986 beginning b a l a n c e w i l l be $1,463,475. V e h i c l e and equipment 

p u r c h a s e s f o r 1986 t o t a l $622,632. T h i s fund i s used to purchase v e h i c l e s 
and equipment which a r e maintained by the C i t y ' s s e r v i c e c e n t e r . E q u i p ­
ment such as p o l i c e c a r s , dump t r u c k s , e t c . a r e owned by t h i s fund and 
r e n t e d t o the v a r i o u s departments. The r e n t a l r a t e which i s charged 
i n c l u d e s r e p a i r s as w e l l as the c o s t of replacement. Over the l i f e o f 
the v e h i c l e funds are accrued f o r replacement. The b a l a n c e of t h i s fund 
needs to be p r o p o r t i o n a t e l y l a r g e r than other funds because i t c o n t a i n s 
t he a c c r u a l s f o r replacement o f t h e C i t y ' s r o l l i n g s t o c k .
