1. #26-88 D&RGW RAILROAD SUBDIVISION, FILING #2, FINAL PLAT 

P e t i t i o n e r : D&RGW R a i l r o a d , Tom Logue 
L o c a t i o n : Southwest r a i l r o a d main l i n e and South 7 t h S t r e e t . 
C o n s i d e r a t i o n o f F i n a l P l a t . 
STAFF PRESENTATION 

Mike S u t h e r l a n d began t h e p r e s e n t a t i o n by o u t l i n i n g t h e r e q u e s t 
made by the D&RGW R a i l r o a d and g i v i n g a b r i e f h i s t o r y of the 
r a i l r o a d s u b d i v i s i o n r e q u e s t s ; t o n i g h t ' s p r o p o s a l i s t h e second 
of seven f i l i n g s . Open space f e e s o r l a n d deeded i n - l i e u w i l l be 
r e q u i r e d of th e p r o p o s a l , but the D&RGW R a i l r o a d has r e q u e s t e d 
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deferment of t h i s u n t i l t h e y e i t h e r s e l l some of t h e p r o p e r t y or 
a r e a b l e t o n e g o t i a t e w i t h t h e C i t y f o r l a n d i n - l i e u . A p p r a i ­
s a l s , however, w i l l be o b t a i n e d f o r l o t s 4 and 5 o f t h i s f i l i n g , 
and l o t 2 o f t h e f i r s t f i l i n g , w h i c h w i l l p r o v i d e a b a s i s f o r t h e 
C i t y i n d e t e r m i n i n g t h e open space f e e amount. C u r r e n t l y , t h e s e 
p r o p e r t i e s a r e v a c a n t . Mike i n d i c a t e d t h a t s t a f f would have no 
problems w i t h t h e d e f e r m e n t , and f e l t t h a t the C i t y might be a b l e 
t o a c q u i r e a d d i t i o n a l r i v e r f r o n t p r o p e r t y i n t h i s way. A 
"statement e i t h e r f o r o r a g a i n s t the deferment s h o u l d be made a 
p a r t o f t h e m o t i o n . 

Other c o n c e r n s i n c l u d e d a c o n f l i c t over a r e q u e s t by P u b l i c 
S e r v i c e t o d e d i c a t e a p p r o x i m a t e l y 60 f e e t o f easement r u n n i n g 
between l o t s 4 and 5 o f t h i s f i l i n g . P r e s e n t l y , t h e y a r e r u n n i n g 
l i n e s t h r o u g h D&RGW R a i l r o a d p r o p e r t y v i a r e v o k a b l e p e r m i t ; no 
easement e x i s t s . The r a i l r o a d i s w i l l i n g t o g i v e P u b l i c S e r v i c e 
30 f e e t f o r t h i s easement; however, t h e y f e e l t h a t 60 f e e t i s 
u n r e a s o n a b l e and u n n e c e s s a r y . Some of the r a i l r o a d p r o p e r t i e s 
a r e s l a t e d f o r a n n e x a t i o n i n t o the Downtown Development A u t h o r ­
i t y ' s b o u n d a r i e s . No o p p o s i t i o n has been r e c e i v e d by the 
P l a n n i n g Department. 

QUESTIONS 

Q u e s t i o n s i n c l u d e d whether a deferment of open space f e e s was a 
t y p i c a l r e q u e s t , t o w h i c h Mike responded t h a t i t was u n u s u a l , but 
would be n o t e d i n t h e f i l e as o u t s t a n d i n g u n t i l s u ch time as they 
a r e e i t h e r p a i d o r l a n d i s deeded i n - l i e u of the f e e s . I t was 
f e l t t h a t the deferment i n t h i s i n s t a n c e might be t o t h e C i t y ' s 
b e s t i n t e r e s t f o r f u t u r e r i v e r f r o n t development. A p p r a i s a l s 
would be done i m m e d i a t e l y and i f the deferment extended beyond a 
y e a r , a n o t h e r a p p r a i s a l would be r e q u e s t e d t o a l l o w f o r a c u r r e n t 
v a l u a t i o n of p r o p e r t i e s and r e l a t e d open space f e e s . 

PETITIONER'S PRESENTATION 

Tom Logue, r e p r e s e n t i n g t h e p e t i t i o n e r , o u t l i n e d t h e r e q u e s t e d 
P u b l i c S e r v i c e easements on a s i t e p l a n o f the p r o p e r t y . He 
compared what the r a i l r o a d was w i l l i n g t o g i v e v e r s u s what P u b l i c 
S e r v i c e had r e q u e s t e d . He m a i n t a i n e d t h a t 60 f e e t f o r an ease­
ment was u n f a i r and t h a t making i t a c o n d i t i o n of a p p r o v a l neg­
a t e d any chance th e r a i l r o a d might have i n n e g o t i a t i n g w i t h 
P u b l i c S e r v i c e . The r a i l r o a d , he r e i t e r a t e d , was not so much 
opposed t o P u b l i c S e r v i c e h a v i n g the w i d e r easement as i t was i n 
e n s u r i n g t h a t t h e y were compensated f o r i t . 

QUESTIONS 

Q u e s t i o n s i n c l u d e d whether the p e t i t i o n e r had any o b j e c t i o n t o 
immediate a p p r a i s a l s . Would the p e t i t i o n e r c o n t i n u e n e g o t i a t i o n s 
w i t h P u b l i c S e r v i c e i f t h e 30 f o o t easement o n l y was g r a n t e d ? 
How much space d i d Mesa Feed occupy ( l o c a t e d on l o t 1 of f i l i n g 
#2)? Why d i d t h e p e t i t i o n e r f e e l P u b l i c S e r v i c e was a s k i n g f o r 
t h i s wide an easement? 



Tom Logue s a i d t h a t no o b j e c t i o n would be made t o o b t a i n i n g 
immediate a p p r a i s a l s , a l t h o u g h he d i d not know how l o n g an 
a p p r a i s a l t o o k once i n i t i a t e d . The p e t i t i o n e r would c o n t i n u e 
n e g o t i a t i o n s w i t h P u b l i c S e r v i c e on any amount over t h e 30 f e e t 
o r i g i n a l l y a g r e e d t o . He f e l t t he r e a s o n f o r t h i s r e q u e s t was 
t h a t the u t i l i t y m e r e l y wanted t o a c q u i r e f r e e l a n d . The l o c a ­
t i o n o f Mesa Feed was i n d i c a t e d on the s i t e p l a n . S t e v e H e b e r t , 
a l s o r e p r e s e n t i n g the p e t i t i o n e r , p o i n t e d out t h a t l o t s 4 and 5 
d i d not n e c e s s a r i l y need t o be s u b d i v i d e d a t t h i s p o i n t i n ti m e ; 
t h e r e f o r e , t h e r a i l r o a d d i d not n e c e s s a r i l y need t o g i v e even the 
30 f o o t easement t o P u b l i c S e r v i c e . 

There was much d i s c u s s i o n over the P u b l i c S e r v i c e and open space 
f e e i s s u e s between Commissioners and p e t i t i o n e r and r e p r e s e n t a ­
t i v e . Mr. Hebert n o t e d t h a t he had touched base w i t h P l a n n i n g 
s t a f f r e g a r d i n g t h e d e e d i n g o f l a n d i n - l i e u , but t h a t no r e a l 
n e g o t i a t i o n s had t a k e n p l a c e . Mike S u t h e r l a n d responded t o a 
q u e s t i o n by s a y i n g t h a t t h e r e was no minimum amount r e q u i r e d f o r 
a u t i l i t y easement. 

MOTION: (COMMISSIONER AFMAN) ("MR. CHAIRMAN, ON ITEM #26-88 
D&RGW RAILROAD SUBDIVISION FILING #2, FINAL PLAT, I MOVE 
THAT WE APPROVE THE FINAL PLAT, SUBJECT TO STAFF 
COMMENTS WITH THE EXCEPTION OF THE PUBLIC SERVICE 
REQUEST FOR 60 FEET, THAT IT BE REVISED TO 30 FEET, AND 
THAT THE OPEN SPACE FEES BE DEFERRED PROVIDING APPRAI­
SALS ARE SUBMITTED FOR LOTS 4 AND 5 OF FILING #1 AS WELL 
AS LOT 2 OF FILING #1 WITHIN 60 DAYS OF APPROVAL BY CITY 
COUNCIL.") 

Commissioner Madsen seconded the m o t i o n . 

A v o t e was c a l l e d and the m o t i o n passed unanimously by a v o t e of 
6-0.

ZONE 

P e t i t i o n e r : L o s t Garage, Gregory Demers 
L o c a t i o n : 2657 Hwy 50 
C o n s i d e r a t i o n o f C o n d i t i o n a l Use. 

STAFF PRESENTATION 

Mike S u t h e r l a n d o u t l i n e d t h e r e q u e s t f o r an a u t o s a l e s and r e p a i r 
b u s i n e s s . A l t h o u g h t h e r e p a i r b u s i n e s s would be a s p e c i a l use, a 
s a l e s l o t i s c o n s i d e r e d a c o n d i t i o n a l use. He p r o v i d e d a b r i e f 
h i s t o r y o f the p r o p e r t y and f e l t t h a t l a n d s c a p i n g might be the 
o n l y c o n c e r n f o r t h i s p r o p o s a l . Due t o t h e l a y o u t o f t h e b u s i ­
n ess, he f e l t a h a r d s h i p may e x i s t , and t h e r e f o r e recommended a 
la n d s c a p e d a r e a r a t h e r t h a n o v e r a l l l a n d s c a p i n g . The p e t i ­
t i o n e r s were warned t h a t no s a l v a g e o p e r a t i o n s would be a l l o w e d . 
No o p p o s i t i o n had been r e c e i v e d from n e i g h b o r s . 



PETITIONER'S PRESENTATION 

The p e t i t i o n e r was not p r e s e n t , a l t h o u g h Commissioners were 
a s s u r e d t h a t p r o p e r n o t i f i c a t i o n had been g i v e n .

1. #24-88 TEXT AMENDMENT TO THE GRAND JUNCTION ZONING AND 
DEVELOPMENT CODE 

P e t i t i o n e r : C e c i l C a s t e r 
C o n s i d e r a t i o n o f Text Amendment. 

PETITIONER'S PRESENTATION 

C e c i l C a s t e r gave a b r i e f o v e r v i e w o f the r e q u e s t . A l l r e v i e w 
agency comments seemed t o be i n f a v o r o f t h e proposed change. 

STAFF PRESENTATION 

Kathy P o r t n e r r e a d t h e proposed change a l o u d and s a i d t h a t t h e 
C i t y A t t o r n e y had r e q u e s t e d a d i f f e r e n t v e r b i a g e from what t h e 
p e t i t i o n e r s u g g e s t e d , but w i t h the same i n t e n t . She s t a t e d t h a t 
the Code s t i l l m a i n t a i n e d s e c t i o n s d e a l i n g w i t h a d d i t i o n a l 
r e p o r t s w h i c h may be s u b m i t t e d i n the f i l i n g o f a new s u b d i v i s i o n 
p l a t . These r e p o r t s s t i l l r e q u i r e d s i g n a t u r e s from a p p r o p r i a t e 
p r o f e s s i o n a l s . S t a f f had no problems w i t h t h e r e q u e s t . 

PUBLIC COMMENTS 

There were no comments e i t h e r f o r o r a g a i n s t t h e p r o p o s a l . 

MOTION: (COMMISSIONER MADSEN) "MR. CHAIRMAN, ON ITEM #24-88 
TEXT AMENDMENT TO THE GRAND JUNCTION ZONING AND DEVELOP­
MENT CODE, A REQUEST TO AMEND SECTION 6-8-2A.l.b. TO DE­
LETE THE PORTION THAT READS "A LICENSED ENGINEER'S 
CERTIFICATE SHALL ALSO BE REQUIRED ON THE PLAT INDI­
CATING THAT IT CONFORMS TO THIS CODE AND ALL APPLICABLE

C o n s i d e r a t i o n of Text Amendments. 

PETITIONER'S PRESENTATION 

Kathy s a i d t h a t t h i s was e s s e n t i a l l y a "housekeeping" measure 
d e s i g n e d t o c l a r i f y c e r t a i n s e c t i o n s of th e Code. She r e a d each 
of the proposed amendments a l o u d . 

QUESTIONS 

Commissioner Afman asked i f t h e C i t y A t t o r n e y had r e v i e w e d t h e 
proposed amendments. 

Kathy r e p l i e d t h a t he had. 

Commissioner H a l s e y asked i f t h e amendment c o n c e r n i n g t h e 
d e f i n i t i o n o f a Law Enforcement R e h a b i l i t a t i o n C e n t e r would 
i n c l u d e o r even a d d r e s s the p a s t s i t u a t i o n i n v o l v i n g m i nors under 
18 y e a r s of age. 

Kathy s a i d t h a t by s t a t i n g i n t h e amendment t h a t t h e d e f i n i t i o n 
would a p p l y o n l y t o t h o s e whose r e s i d e n t s were over 18, by 
o m i s s i o n i t would e l i m i n a t e t h e former i n s t a n c e from t h i s 
c a t e g o r y . They would t h e n be c l a s s i f i e d w i t h s p e c i a l i z e d group 
homes. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS 

There were no comments e i t h e r f o r o r a g a i n s t the p r o p o s a l . 

MOTION: (COMMISSIONER CAMPBELL) "MR. CHAIRMAN, ON ITEM #3-88 
TEXT AMENDMENTS TO THE GRAND JUNCTION ZONING AND DEVEL­
OPMENT CODE, AMENDING VARIOUS SECTIONS OF THE CODE 
PERTAINING TO HOME OCCUPATION, FEE WAIVER AND LAW 
ENFORCEMENT REHABILITATION CENTER DEFINITION, I RECOM­
MEND WE SEND THESE TO CITY COUNCIL WITH RECOMMENDATION 
OF APPROVAL." 

Commissioner S e w e l l seconded t h e motion. 

Commissioner H a l s e y v o i c e d h i s o b j e c t i o n s a y i n g t h a t he was not 
c o m f o r t a b l e g r o u p i n g c r i m i n a l j u v e n i l e o f f e n d e r s i n w i t h s t a n d a r d 
group homes; he d i d not t h i n k t h i s gave the s u r r o u n d i n g n e i g h b o r s 



a c l e a r u n d e r s t a n d i n g o f what may be e n t e r i n g t h e i r n e i g h b o r ­
hoods. He f e l t t h e r e was s t i l l a s a f e t y c o n c e r n w h i c h would not 
n e c e s s a r i l y be a p p a r e n t w i t h a s t a n d a r d group home. 

Commissioner S e w e l l asked i f t h e proposed d e f i n i t i o n matched t h e 
s t a t e ' s d e f i n i t i o n . 

Kathy responded t h a t i t d i d . 

Commissioner H a l s e y urged t h e department t o a d d r e s s j u v e n i l e 
r e h a b i l i a t i o n f a c i l i t i e s s p e c i f i c a l l y . 

K athy s a i d t h a t a d e f i n i t i o n c o u l d be proposed w h i c h would 
p e r t a i n t o t h a t use s p e c i f i c a l l y . 

A v o t e was t h e n c a l l e d and t h e motion passed unanimously by a 
v o t e o f 6-0. 

3. #22-88 RIGHT OF WAY VACATION 

P e t i t i o n e r : C i t y M a r k e t , I n c . , John C a l d w e l l 
L o c a t i o n : 2nd S t r e e t between Rood and White Avenues, and t h e 
e a s t / w e s t a l l e y s between 1 s t and 2nd S t r e e t s and t h e west h a l f o f 
the 200 b l o c k . 
C o n s i d e r a t i o n o f V a c a t i o n . 
PETITIONER'S PRESENTATION 

John C a l d w e l l began by showing t h e a r e a t o be v a c a t e d on t h e s i t e 
p l a n . He a l s o p o i n t e d out t h e two b l o c k s b e i n g p u r c h a s e d from 
the C i t y . They have a l s o p u r c h a s e d p r o p e r t y l o c a t e d d i r e c t l y 
west of 2nd S t r e e t and have a c o n t r a c t w i t h t h e C r e d i t U n i o n on 
the p r o p e r t y l o c a t e d on t h e s o u t h c o r n e r . A supermarket would be 
the o n l y development on t h i s p r o p e r t y and s i t d i r e c t l y on t o p of 
2nd S t r e e t . I f Rood were v a c a t e d i t would become a c o n t r o l l e d 
a c c e s s t o the s t o r e ' s p a r k i n g l o t . The west 50 f e e t o f Rood 
would be r e t a i n e d as r i g h t o f way t o accommodate a s i g n a l b e i n g 
proposed t h e r e . 

W i t h r e g a r d t o t h e s o u t h p o r t i o n of Rood owned by t h e C r e d i t 
U nion, the C r e d i t Union has s a i d i t d i d not need t h a t p o r t i o n 
v a c a t e d and d i d not want t o i n c u r the c o s t o f a v a c a t i o n . C i t y 
Market agreed t o a c c e p t a deed from t h e C r e d i t Union f o r t h a t 
p r o p e r t y i n exchange f o r C i t y M a r ket's agreement t h a t i t w i l l be 
r e s p o n s i b l e f o r development and maintenance o f t h e e n t i r e v a c a t e d 
p o r t i o n . 

Mr. C a l d w e l l s a i d t h a t C i t y Market would not t a k e t i t l e t o t h e 
l a n d u n t i l the C i t y t a k e s c a r e of the d e t a i l s . He r e q u e s t e d t h a t 
the v a c a t i o n , i f approved, be approved c o n t i n g e n t upon c l o s i n g o f 
the c o n t r a c t s . 



QUESTIONS 

Commissioner S e w e l l a s k e d what p l a n s C i t y Market had f o r l a n d ­
s c a p i n g ( s i n c e t h i s had been one of t h e r e v i e w agency comments.) 

Mr. C a l d w e l l s a i d t h a t t h e i r p l a n showed a narrow s t r i p of 
l a n d s c a p i n g a l o n g 1 s t S t r e e t and a d d i t i o n a l l a n d s c a p i n g on the 
s o u t h s i d e o f t h e s t o r e . L a n d s c a p i n g would t h e n be l i m i t e d t o 
the p e r i m e t e r o f the p r o p e r t y . 

Commissioner Afman commented t h a t t h e C r e d i t U n i o n , a much 
s m a l l e r s c a l e p l a n , p r o posed a b e a u t i f u l j o b o f l a n d s c a p i n g . H i s 
c o n c e r n was t h a t i t appeared C i t y Market was t r y i n g t o m i n i m i z e 
i t s l a n d s c a p i n g r e q u i r e m e n t . 

Mr. C a l d w e l l s a i d t h a t t h a t was i n d e e d t h e i n t e n t o f C i t y Market. 
He added t h a t t r e e s would come between the s t o r e and i t s c u s ­
tomers; l a n d s c a p i n g would be used p r i m a r i l y t o d i s g u i s e u n a t t r a c ­
t i v e p o r t i o n s o f the s t o r e . Trees would not be d e s i r a b l e any­
where . 

Commissioner S e w e l l f e l t t h a t i n the redevelopment of t h e down­
town a r e a , l a n d s c a p i n g was a v e r y i m p o r t a n t c o n s i d e r a t i o n . 

Commissioner Afman s a i d t h a t i t appeared C i t y Market was p r o ­
p o s i n g a v e r y b l e a k p a r k i n g l o t . 

STAFF PRESENTATION 

Mike S u t h e r l a n d a s s u r e d t h e Commissioners t h a t l a n d s c a p i n g of the 
p a r k i n g a r e a would be r e q u i r e d as per Code s p e c i f i c a t i o n s . The 
a c t u a l l a n d s c a p i n g p l a n would be c o n s i d e r e d a t a l a t e r d a t e . 

There was some q u e s t i o n o ver a comment by Mtn. B e l l s a y i n g t h a t 
the a l l e y (shown on t h e s i t e p l a n ) c o u l d not be t o t a l l y v a c a t e d . 
He thought t h a t what was meant was t h a t an easement s h o u l d be 
r e t a i n e d f o r t h e u t i l i t i e s . 

A l e t t e r o f o p p o s i t i o n was r e c e i v e d by Mrs. R o d a k o v i c h , 961 
L a k e s i d e D r i v e , A p t . #203. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS 

FOR: 

Gary F e r g u s o n , DDA D i r e c t o r , spoke i n f a v o r of t h e p r o p o s a l 
s a y i n g f u r t h e r west end redevelopment was sought and he f e l t the 
C i t y Market s t o r e would be an a s s e t . R e g a r d i n g th e problem of 
t r a f f i c and c o n g e s t i o n , he responded t h a t the proposed p u b l i c 
improvements s h o u l d m i t i g a t e t h o s e c o n c e r n s . (He d i d not e l a b ­
o r a t e on t h i s p o i n t . ) I n c r e a s e d t r a f f i c and b u s i n e s s a c t i v i t y 
was what was d e s i r e d . I t was hoped t h a t l a n d s c a p i n g f o r C i t y 
Market c o u l d be t i e d i n t o the l a n d s c a p i n g proposed by the C r e d i t 
U nion. 



Mr. C a l d w e l l t o l d t h e Commissioners t h a t " s u b j e c t t o s t a f f 
comments" i n c l u d e d i n the mot i o n would be a l r i g h t w i t h C i t y 
M a rket, but he f e l t t he comment about the one a l l e y not b e i n g 
v a c a t e d (Mtn. B e l l ) was i n e r r o r . A l s o he asked f o r the a p p r o v a l 
t o be i n c o n j u n c t i o n w i t h t h e c l o s i n g o f t h e c o n t r a c t . 

MOTION: (COMMISSIONER HALSEY) "MR. CHAIRMAN, I WOULD LIKE TO 
MOVE THAT ON ITEM #22-88 REGARDING THE VACATION OF THE 
ALLEY BETWEEN 1ST AND 2ND AND 2ND STREET BETWEEN ROOD 
AND WHITE AVENUES AND THE EAST/WEST ALLEYS BETWEEN 1ST 
AND 2ND STREETS AND THE WEST HALF OF THE 200 BLOCK, THAT 
WE FORWARD THIS TO CITY COUNCIL WITH RECOMMENDATION OF
