PETITIONER'S PRESENTATION 
K a r l Metzner s t a t e d that there were a c t u a l l y two p a r t s to t h i s 
t e x t amendment: 1) d e l e g a t i n g a u t h o r i t y from the C i t y C o u n c i l to 
the P l a n n i n g Commission regarding C o n d i t i o n a l Uses, S u b d i v i s i o n s , 
and Plans o n l y of Planned Developments, p r o v i s i o n of an appeal 
procedure, and change of the p u b l i c hearing date from the l a s t 
Tuesday of the month to the f i r s t Tuesday of the month, and 2) 
changing the animal r e g u l a t i o n s i n regards to a g r i c u l t u r a l animals 
and household pets. K a r l presented a b r i e f overview of each of 
these p o r t i o n s of the t e x t amendment. 



QUESTIONS 
Chairman O'Dwyer asked i f there would be a problem of a rent e r and 
an adjacent property owner. 
K a r l r e p l i e d t h a t l t would be up to the re n t e r and owner to decide 
on the owner 1s approval. 
Chairman O'Dwyer referenced the PD, p l a n o n l y , and asked i f t h i s 
i n cluded zoning. 
K a r l responded that any zoning would have to be approved by C i t y 
C o u n c i l . He c l a r i f i e d by using an example. 
Commissioner Dunivent asked i f #10 i n 5-4-11C r e f e r e n c i n g the 
"Governing Body," wasn't t h i s term to be changed to " s t a f f . " 
K a r l agreed and s a i d that t h i s would be changed. 
Commissioner Rush asked i f t h i s change should be s t i p u l a t e d i n the 
motion. 
K a r l f e l t t hat i t would probably be a good i d e a . 
Commissioner Dunivent asked i f , on #11, the reference to the 
"Governing Body" should be changed. 
K a r l s a i d that t h i s was meant to st a y , and he c l a r i f i e d the i n ­
tent .
