I I . AMENDMENT OF ZONING TEXT RECOMMENDED TO COUNCIL 
Don Warner s t a t e d that he had t a l k e d to the Health Dept. as 
requested by the Commission. The Health Dept. has no r e s t r i c ­
t i o n s on Boarding Rooms and the suggested changes w i l l f i t w i t h 
the College requirement which i s 90 sq. f t . per person. Harry 
Coles c o t t made a motion that the Commission recommend to C i t y 
Council that the f o l l o w i n g changes i n t e x t of the Zoning O r d i ­
nance be made:

i s provided, w i t h or without meals, f o r comp­
ensati o n . "Compensation" may include money, 
se r v i c e s or other things of value. 
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To Be Amended To Read: 
b. Boarding and Rooming House....A b u i l d i n g con­

t a i n i n g a s i n g l e d w e l l i n g u n i t and three (3) 
or more guest rooms where lodging i s provided, 
with or without meals, f o r compensation. 
"Compensation" may include money, s e r v i c e s , 
or other things of value. Two rooms may be 
rented i n s i n g l e - f a m i l y zones without being 
c l a s s e d as a boarding or rooming house. Rooms 
rented i n s i n g l e - f a m i l y zones must have a 
minimum of 80 square f e e t per occupant.

Grace Smith made a motion 
to recommend to Council that a Revocable Permit be granted to 
Jim Gale f o r the c o n s t r u c t i o n of two small p l a n t e r s between 
the sidewalk and curb and g u t t e r i n f r o n t of the o f f i c e b u i l d i n g 
at 1001 N. 5th S t . Blake Chambliss seconded the motion and i t 
passed.
