REGULAR MEETING 

GRAND JUNCTION PLANNING COMMISSION 
Wednesday — August 26, 1959 ~ 8:00 A.M. 

CONFERENCE ROOM - CITY HALL 
The r e g u l a r meeting of the Grand J u n c t i o n Planning Commission was 
h e l d i n the Conference Room at the C i t y H a l l at 8:00 A.M.,Wednesday, 
August 26, 1959, with the f o l l o w i n g members present: 
Chairman Glen Hopper, Mrs. Cleo Diemer, Mr. V, L. Colony, Mr. A l e x 
Bauer, Mr. Robert Van Deusen, Mr. Abbott Tessman, and Secretary 
R. E. Cheever. 
Members absent: Mr. Rudy Harras and Mr. Claud Smith. 
A l s o present: Councilman Ed Strnad, Regional Planning D i r e c t o r Gene 
A l l e n , C i t y Engineer C a r l A l s t a t t , Chief of P o l i c e K a r l Johnson, and 
Messrs. Faussone, N e s t l e r , Luke, and Gormley. 
The meeting was c a l l e d to order by Chairman Hopper. 
The Chairman asked f o r approval of minutes of the r e g u l a r meeting of 
J u l y 29, 1959 and the s p e c i a l meeting of August 5, 1959. Mrs. 
Diemer s a i d there was one c o r r e c t i o n to the minutes of J u l y 29, 1959 
which she would l i k e to make: In the f o u r t h paragraph from the end, 
on page 7, she s a i d : that the wording should be "as s p e c i a l meetings 
s h a l l be devoted e x c l u s i v e l y to study of long-range planning matters" 
i n order to conform w i t h the wording i n the by-laws. 
Motion was made by Mr. Bauer that the minutes of the r e g u l a r meeting 
h e l d on J u l y 29, 1959 be approved, w i t h t h i s one c o r r e c t i o n , and 
that the minutes of the s p e c i a l meeting on August 5, 1959 be approved 
as w r i t t e n . Motion seconded by Mr. Colony, and c a r r i e d . 
The Chairman announced that he would l i k e to appoint the f o l l o w i n g 
committee to consider the L i n c o l n Park area and to work wi t h the 
Committee from the County Planning Commission on City-County 
r e c r e a t i o n a l problems: Chairman, Mr. Rudy Harras 

Mr. C a r l A l s t a t t 
Mr. T. J . Harshman, who had been 

s e l e c t e d by the Chamber of Commerce. 
I I I . ZONING COMMITTEE'S REPORT ON NORTH MONTEREY PARK 
The Chairman then c a l l e d upon Mrs. Diemer f o r the Zoning Committee's 
report on North Monterey Park. 
Mrs. Diemer reported that the committee had made an on-the-spot 
i n v e s t i g a t i o n of the area from Orchard Avenue to Patterson Road and 
from 7th S t r e e t to 12th S t r e e t . They had made a study of a land use 
map showing b u i l d i n g s and other development now there and had taken 
i n t o c o n s i d e r a t i o n the topography of the ground and the drainage 
d i t c h which i s now there, and the p o s s i b i l i t y of doing away w i t h i t . 
They had also s t u d i e d e x i s t i n g roads and s t r e e t s . A l s o , Mr. A l l e n 
and Mr. A l s t a t t had contacted owners of the surrounding property or 
t h e i r l e g a l r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s , and Mr. A l s t a t t reported that i t might 
be d i f f i c u l t to secure proper r i g h t of way at the East end of Book­
c l i f f Avenue. 
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A f t e r t h i s study, the Committee recommended that, as per the map 
presented, part of the area be zoned T r a n s i t i o n a l and part Residence 
"C", which would correspond to R-3 i n the new zoning ordinance. 
Mr. Faussone then s a i d that they were w e l l pleased with the Zoning 
Committee's r e p o r t , t h e i r only request would be^ajnjgx tens ion of the 
T r a n s i t i o n a l zoning to take i n the NW part of mStmm&m^ property 
so that they would have an area large enough to b u i l d a c l i n i c there. 
Mr. Bauer made the statement that the Board was not adverse to con­
s i d e r i n g rezoning at a l a t e r date when a request comes i n f o r a 
c l i n i c ; however, they d i d not th i n k that there was a request before 
them at t h i s time. He then made the f o l l o w i n g motion: "That the 
Planning Commission recommend to the C i t y C o u n c i l that the t e r r i t o r y 
and area i n question be zoned to Residence "C" - corresponding to 
R-3 i n the new zoning ordinance". Motion was seconded by Mrs. Diemer, 
and c a r r i e d . 
I I . REQUEST FOR REZONING BY MR. LORBN NESTLER 
The Chairman then c a l l e d upon Mr. Loren N e s t l e r . 
Mr. N e s t l e r s a i d that he was not a c t u a l l y requesting rezoning, but 
what he was wanting was permission to b u i l d a second u n i t to match 
t h e i r present s t r u c t u r e . He explained that t h e i r business was of 
two types — one, a p a i n t i n g business, which might be ob j e c t i o n a b l e 
i n a r e s i d e n t i a l area, and the other, a studio-type of business. 
They wished to b u i l d the second u n i t i n order to have a place i n 
which to stor e p a i n t , e t c . These s t r u c t u r e s could e v e n t u a l l y be con­
verted i n t o apartments, Mr. N e s t l e r s a i d . 
However, since t h i s business i s a non-conforming use i n t h i s zoning, 
i t cannot be enlarged, and since the C i t y Attorney had r u l e d that 
the Board of Adjustment would have no a u t h o r i t y to act on a request 
f o r a variance i f a new b u i l d i n g were to be b u i l t , there was nothing 
that could be done about t h i s request. 
At t h i s time, the Chairman welcomed Mr. Abbott Tessman, the new 
Board member appointed at the l a s t C o u n c i l meeting. 
IV. REPORT OF ZONING COMMITTEE ON WEST LAKE PARK 
Mr. Hopper then c a l l e d upon the Zoning Committee f o r t h e i r r e p o r t on 
the zoning of West Lake Park. A map of the area was presented by 
Gene A l l e n , and Mrs. Diemer s a i d that the Committee would recommend 
"Industry A" f o r the s t r i p along the highway and the p o r t i o n below 
the b l u f f , which i s a n a t u r a l b a r r i e r , and DuiBifttaj "D" f r j i ttni men? 
above tho h i l i . 

Mr. Cheever made the motion that the Commission accept the report of 
the Committee and make recommendations to the C i t y C o u n c i l along 
these l i n e s . Motion was seconded by Mr. Van Deusen, and c a r r i e d . 
Mr. Dale Luke was present, and the Chairman then c a l l e d upon him. 
Mr. Luke s a i d that he was loo k i n g f o r some property with the idea of 
developing a s u b d i v i s i o n f o r t r a i l e r houses. He s a i d that he would 
get the approval of the Health Department on the amount of ground 
needed per u n i t , but these would be t r a i l e r l o t s — smaller than 
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ordi n a r y l o t s , and would have planned s t r e e t s , curbs, sewer and 
water connections, e t c . He would l i k e 20 or 40 acres, or more, to 
be planned and zoned and subdivided e x c l u s i v e l y f o r t r a i l e r s . 
He s a i d he thought the Commission should be t h i n k i n g about a new 
c l a s s i f i c a t i o n i n the zoning ordinance which w i l l permit t r a i l e r 
s u b d i v i s i o n s — not a t r a i l e r park. He pointed out that at the 
present time there i s no c l a s s i f i c a t i o n or p r o v i s i o n made f o r t r a i l e r s 
i n the C i t y of Grand J u n c t i o n , f u r t h e r s t a t i n g that other c i t i e s have 
done t h i s . 
Mr. A l l e n reported that he was gathering i n f o r m a t i o n on t h i s s u b ject. 
Mrs. Diemer recommended that t h i s matter be turned over to the 
Attorney to see what can be done i n regard to taxes. 
Mr. Hopper s a i d there w i l l be f u r t h e r d i s c u s s i o n of t h i s s u b j e c t . 
V. REPORT OF ZONING ORDINANCE 
Mr. A l l e n reported that s i n c e the C o u n c i l meeting a month ago when 
the request was made that something be done on the zoning ordinance, 
they have met 13 or 14 times and have a l s o met w i t h the C i t y 
Attorney to go over some of the l e g a l problems. They have met with 
Chief Johnson i n regard to the parking and unloading s e c t i o n of the 
Ordinance. 
There i s s t i l l some research to be done on a number of items, but 
they have gone through the e n t i r e ordinance and t h e i r next step w i l l 
be to make a second d r a f t which they would l i k e to submit to the 
zoning committee, or the e n t i r e commission, f o r t h e i r c o n s i d e r a t i o n 
of the changes incorporated w i t h i n i t . He s t a t e d that they have 
made good progress on t h i s the past month. 
Mr. Hopper s a i d that before t h i s ordinance goes to the C o u n c i l , he 
intends to request the Bar A s s o c i a t i o n to appoint an attorney to 
confer w i t h our C i t y Attorney i n regard to the l e g a l standpoints i n 
i t , and they have expressed t h e i r w i l l i n g n e s s to do t h i s . A f t e r the 
Planning Commission has gone over i t and s t u d i e d i t , then i t w i l l be 
moved to these attorneys f o r the f i n a l checking, so when i t comes 
before the C o u n c i l i t w i l l be as near p e r f e c t as p o s s i b l e . 
Mr. A l s t a t t recommended that t h i s be done a f t e r the second d r a f t i s 
completed and before the t h i r d d r a f t i s made, because they may make 
some changes that w i l l a f f e c t the o v e r - a l l p i c t u r e . 
The Chairman then thanked Gene and C a r l f o r the progress they are 
making on t h i s and the time they are p u t t i n g on i t , and s a i d that at 
a.ny time they want a s p e c i a l meeting c a l l e d , to l e t him know. 
Mr. Hopper then c a l l e d upon C i t y Engineer A l s t a t t who had an annex­
a t i o n p e t i t i o n to present. This area i n c l u d e s a l l of the S a l t Lake 
Hardware ground and everything South of the Highway to the r a i l r o a d 
t racks and West to the C i t y L i m i t s . Mr. A l s t a t t s t a t e d that the 
p e t i t i o n had been signed by a l l but one, and he would not oppose the 
annexation. He mentioned that the MORNING SUN i s b u i l d i n g a new 
b u i l d i n g out there and cannot make sewer and water connections u n t i l 
t h i s area i s annexed. 
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Motion was made by Mr. Colony that the Commission recommend to the 
C i t y C o u n c i l that t h i s area be brought i n t o the C i t y and zoned 
Business "B". Motion was seconded by Mr. Bauer, and c a r r i e d . 
Before motion to adjourn, the Chairman announced that he would l i k e 
to appoint Mr. Tessman a member of the Annexation Committee. 
Upon motion by Mr. Cheever, seconded by Mr. Bauer, and c a r r i e d , the 
meeting was adjourned.
