The meeting was c a l l e d to order by Chairman Nelson who s a i d that t h i s 
s p e c i a l meeting of the Planning Commission had been c a l l e d f o r the 
purpose of c o n s i d e r i n g the recommendations of the C i t i z e n s Committee 
f o r Downtown Development on "Operation F o r e s i g h t " . 
Minutes of the meetings of September 26 and October 3 of the C i t i z e n s 
Committee f o r Downtown Development were d i s t r i b u t e d to Planning 
Commission members. Al s o the minutes of the l a s t r e g u l a r meeting 
of the Planning Commission on September 27, 1961. 
MINUTES APPROVED WITH ONE CORRECTION 
The minutes of the reg u l a r meeting of the Planning Commission held on 
September 27th reported Mrs. Hyde as present at the meeting, which was 
i n e r r o r . Hearing no other c o r r e c t i o n s , the Chairman declared these 
minutes approved as w r i t t e n , w i t h t h i s one c o r r e c t i o n . 
COMMISSION ENDORSES PHASE ONE OF "OPERATION FORESIGHT" 
Since Phase 1 of "Operation F o r e s i g h t " (the Storm Sewer p r o j e c t ) i s 
p r a c t i c a l l y a "must" f o r the downtown area i n order to r e l i e v e the 
overloaded c o n d i t i o n of the e x i s t i n g combined storm and s a n i t a r y 
sewer system and must by i t s nature be done before any improvements 
are undertaken i n t h i s area, motion was made by Mr. Hadden that the 
Planning Commission, i n accordance wi t h the recommendations of the 
C i t i z e n s Committee f o r Downtown Development, recommend to the C i t y 
C o u n c i l the adoption of Phase 1 of "Operation F o r e s i g h t " — the storm 
sewer p r o j e c t as o u t l i n e d i n t h i s r e p o r t . Motion was seconded by 
Mrs. R u s s e l l , and c a r r i e d . 

COMMISSION ENDORSES PHASE TWO OF "OPERATION FORESIGHT", PLUS ADDITIONS 
The C i t i z e n s Committee f o r Downtown Development had recommended the 
approval of Phase 2 of "Operation F o r e s i g h t " — the s t r e e t improvement 
program f o r the area i n c l u d i n g Rood and Colorado and Main from 3rd to 
7th; 4th and 6th from Rood to Colorado, and Sth from Grand to Ute with 
the four b l o c k s of Main S t r e e t to become a "Shopping Park" — plus the 
i n c l u s i o n of the area on Colorado Avenue between 2nd and 3rd S t r e e t s , 
the area between 1st and 3rd S t r e e t s on Main S t r e e t , and a s u f f i c i e n t 
area so that 3rd S t r e e t between Main and Rood Avenues could be widened. 
Development D i r e c t o r Warner explained that the property owners i n the 
200 Block on both Main and Colorado wanted to be included i n the pro­
j e c t f o r the new sidewalks and widened s t r e e t s , but not the park, 
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although i t would be constructed so that i t could e a s i l y f i t i n t o 
the park program i f i t i s ever wanted. 
In d i s c u s s i n g the 100 Block on iMain S t r e e t , Mr. Warner pointed out 
that i t i s 10 f e e t narrower than the r e s t of Main S t r e e t . He recom­
mended that the l o g i c a l t h i n g to do would be to widen the north side 
of the s t r e e t to the same depth as the r e s t of the s t r e e t would be 
widened, but that i t would be p o s s i b l e to do a l i t t l e l e s s widening 
on the south side of the s t r e e t without h u r t i n g the t r a f f i c p a t t e r n , 
and thus save the trees that are now i n that block by the LaCourt 
H o t e l . Mr. Warner s a i d that the property owners i n t h i s block were 
being contacted, but that as yet he had no i n d i c a t i o n as to t h e i r 
r e a c t i o n s to t h i s proposal. 

I t was f e l t that since the balance of Main S t r e e t (from 3rd to 1st) 
would be included, a l s o the 200 Block on Colorado, that the widening 
of 3rd S t r e e t should be continued from Rood Avenue to Colorado Avenue. 
There was some d i s c u s s i o n of the i n c l u s i o n of the 100 Block of Colo­
rado i n the p l a n , but i t was pointed out that the parking s i t u a t i o n 
in that block was not one that would warrant the widening of the 
s t r e e t at t h i s time. Much o f f - s t r e e t parking i s provided i n that 
area by the property owners. A l s o , the block between 7th and 8th on 
Main was discussed, but the c o n c l u s i o n was that t h i s area i s not 
s u f f i c i e n t l y developed commercially as yet to warrant being included 
i n the program; however, i t could very e a s i l y be done at some fu t u r e 
time. At present, with p a r a l l e l parking, the t r a f f i c flow would 
remain the same and no b o t t l e neck would be created at t h i s p o i n t . 
Motion was made by Mr. Baker that the Planning Commission,/accordance 
wit h the recommendation of the C i t i z e n s Committee f o r Downtown 
Development, recommend to the C i t y C o u n c i l the adoption of Phase 2 
of "Operation F o r e s i g h t " ( s t r e e t improvements) as o u t l i n e d i n the 
r e p o r t , together w i t h the a d d i t i o n s as recommended by the C i t i z e n s 
Committee f o r Downtown Development i n t h e i r minutes of Oct. 3, 1961, 
as f o l l o w s : "the i n c l u s i o n of the South h a l f of Block 120 and the 
North h a l f of Block 123 being the area on Colorado Avenue between 
2nd and 3rd S t r e e t s ; the South h a l f of Block 100 and the South h a l f 
of Block 101 and the North h a l f of Blocks 120 and 121 being the area 
between 1st and 3rd S t r e e t s on Main S t r e e t ; and a s u f f i c i e n t area on 
the North h a l f of Block 101 to include s t r e e t widening on 3rd S t r e e t 
between Main and Rood Avenues". The Planning Commission f u r t h e r 
recommends that Main S t r e e t between 1st and 2nd S t r e e t s be widened 
to the same depth on the north s i d e of the s t r e e t as the width pro­
posed f o r the 200 Block but to the maximum depth p o s s i b l e on the 
south side of the s t r e e t and s t i l l keep the trees around the LaCourt 
H o t e l i n t a c t . Motion was seconded by Mrs. Hyde, and c a r r i e d . 

RECOMMEND THAT CCDD BE RETAINED AS ADVISORY BOARD 
Mr. Warner noted that the C i t i z e n s Committee f o r Downtown Development 
in presenting the Plan "Operation F o r e s i g h t " had v i r t u a l l y completed 
t h e i r work, at l e a s t f o r the present. Although the plan contains 
f i v e phases, of which phases one and two are now being acted upon, 
undoubtedly the balance of the plan w i l l come to the Planning Com­
mission f o r completion at some future time. 
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Mr. Hadden made the motion that the Planning Commission recommend to 
the C i t y C o u n c i l that the C i t i z e n s Committee f o r Downtown Development 
be r e t a i n e d as an advisory body so that the Planning Commission w i l l 
have l i a i s o n w i t h the businessmen as the othejf phases of "Operation 
F o r e s i g h t " are developed. Motion was seconded by Mr. Baker, and 
ca r r i e d . 
CCDD CONGRATULATED UPON OUTSTANDING ACCOMPLISHMENT 
The Planning Commission expressed t h e i r a p p r e c i a t i o n of the f i n e work 
and the e x c e l l e n t plan as proposed by the C i t i z e n s Committee f o r 
Downtown Development i n the pr e s e n t a t i o n of "Operation F o r e s i g h t " . 
Motion was made by Mrs. R u s s e l l that i n d i v i d u a l l e t t e r s be sent to 
each member of the Committee commending them and the Committee as a 
whole f o r an e x c e l l e n t job. Motion was seconded by Mr. Hadden, and 
c a r r i e d . 
ADJOURNMENT 
Motion was made by Mr. Hadden that the meeting adjourn. Motion 
seconded by Mr. Baker, and c a r r i e d .
